India to renew labour law

indian Prime Minister Narendra
Modi's government is to make a
renewed drive to overhaul labour
laws, hoping to create millions of
new jobs by making it easier to hire
and fire, the labour ministry's top
bureaucrat said on Thursday.

Modi made a shake-up of India's
labour market a part of his reform
agenda after coming into office in
2014, but opposition from unions
and a bruising battle to pass other
crucial pieces of economic legisla-
tion have stalled those efforts.

Shankar Aggarwal, the ministry
secretary, told Reuters that the
gcovernment felt the time was right
to prioritize labour reform again
after parliament in August passed
India's biggest overhaul of indirect
taxes, the Goods and Services Tax
(GST), a victory for Modi's bid to
boost the economy.

"We have to tweak the law.
Employers want flexibility in hir-
ing,” Aggarwal said in an interview.

Two key bills, covering indus-
trial relations and wages, would be
sent to the cabinet this month, he
said. Subject to cabinet approval,

the bills would be presented in
parliament's next session, begin-
ning in November.

A rule requiring firms to seek
rarely granted government permis-
sion for laying off large numbers of
workers, which employers say has
discouraged permanent hiring and
kept factories small, are among
restrictions to be loosened.

"It is a question of priority. We

thought that it will be a good idea to
put GST first so that we don't fritter
away our energy,” Aggarwal said.

The government says freeing up
labour markets will boost employ-
ment, lure foreign investment and
encourage firms to expand.

Trade unions argue that the
reforms will put jobs at risk and
make it tougher for employees to
form unions or strike. More than a

million workers went on strike on
Sept. 2 to protest against the policies.

Under the reforms, 44 labour
laws, some of them dating back to
the end of British rule and as anach-
ronistic as providing spittoons in
the work place, will be grouped into
four new labour codes. Bills on
social security and working condi-
tions remain under discussion with
states and trade unions.

India's two-decade streak of fast
economic expansion is often
derided as "jobless growth" since the
service sector-led model has been
capital rather than labour intensive,

More than 200 million Indians
will reach working age over the next
two decades, and creating sufficient
jobs for perhaps the largest youth
bulge the world has ever seen is
among the toughest challenges for
the country.

In 2009, 84 percent of India's
manufacturers employed fewer than
50 workers, compared to 25 percent
in China, according to a study by
consultancy firm McKinsey.

Nine out of ten Indians are
employed in the informal sector,
where labour laws are rarely
enforced.

Ericsson to end
manufacturing
in Sweden,

cut 3,000 jobs

Telecoms equipment
maker Ericsson plans to
end manufacturing in
Sweden with the loss of
around 3,000 jobs,
Swedish newspaper
Svenska Dagbladet
reported late Wednesday.

The daily said it had
obtained "confidential
documents” outlining a
three billion kronor
(313-million-euro, $350-
million) cost-cutting
programine.

According to Svenska
Dagbladet, 60 percent of
the savings were to be
made in Sweden, and the
remainder abroad.

Ericsson was not
immediately available
for comment.

The company has
around 116,000 employ-
ees worldwide, including
15,000 in Sweden.

The 3,000 manufac-
turing lay-offs would be
in the company's core
Networks division, the
paper said.

If confirmed, the lay-
offs would mark the end
of an era: Ericsson has
had production in
Sweden since 1876.

Ericsson announced
back in April that it
would target structural
changes by expanding an
existing nine billion
kronor global cost and
efficiency programme to
bolster efficiency and
growth.

Airlines to post record $40b
profitin 2016: IATA

Global airlines are expected to post record protfits of almost
$40 billion this year, the head of industry body IATA said
Thursday, but he warned the sector faced threats from ter-
rorism, a sharp rise in oil prices and protectionism.

Alexandre de Juniac, who took the reins at the
International Air Transport Association on September 1,
also called on Southeast Asian nations to invest in infra-
structure to cope with surging demand for air travel in the
fast-growing region.

The former Air France-KLM chief executive told the
group's symposium in Singapore that collective net profit
for the airline industry worldwide would hit $39.4 billion,
up from $35.3 billion in 2015.

Speaking at his first international keynote address since
taking over from Tony Tyler, de Juniac said carriers had
benefited from a sharp fall in the price of oil -- fuel costs are
their biggest single expense -- and a resilient travel market
despite slow global economic growth.
