Armed with the right to information
(RTI) act, 76,043 people have sought
information from different organisa-
tions in five years since 2010 and 96.46
percent of them got it, stated Chief
Information Commissioner Dr M
Golam Rahman yesterday.

He said the act, allowing citizens to
access information of any organisation
of the country, makes ensuring transpar-
ency and accountability possible and
reduces corruption.

Golam was addressing a press
briefing the information ministry

the capital's Press
Information Department to publicise
government programmes marking the
Right to Information Day 2016 today.

Meanwhile, Transparency
International Bangladesh Executive
Director Dr Iftekharuzzaman in a
statement expressed deep concern over
formulation of laws and guidelines
contradictory to the act, which should
have been prioritised to ensure freedom of
speech and free flow of information.

He said the act's spirit might be
damaged as the national broadcasting
policy, article 57 and proposed digital
security act have some elements curtail-

In the note, Joly stated that she committed suicide for

“mental and physical pressure”. Several of her colleagues
informed that Tanvir had remarried, with another col-
league.

Tanvir was withdrawn from all academic activities on
September 22 following his proposal and his colleagues
stating to have no confidence on him and accusing him
of continuing to torture her after the divorce.

Tanvir did not receive phone calls for comment.
However in a Facebook post, he has expressed grief and
said his love for his son was being questioned.
