Money, muscle big

challenges in polls
Says Indian EC official

All election bodies, including that in Bangladesh, now face
challenges in checking the influence of muscle power, money
and biased media reports while arranging fair and free polls,
said a high official of Indian Election Commission.

About the influence of biased media reports, Deputy
Election Commissioner of India Umesh Sinha told
Bangladeshi journalists at Indian Election Commission office
in New Delhi on Tuesday that some media run bad news to turn
the election environment in favour of or against somebody:.

“Some media, especially local TV channels, in districts try
to colour (electoral scenario) by saying somebody is
winning or leading, and they also try to malign,” Sinha said.

About the appointment procedure of election commis-
sioners in India, he said, “The Chief Election Commissioner
is appointed by the president. And the senior most civil
servants of the country are posted (to EC), normally after
their retirement. The officers are with proven integrity and
proven experience.” The Election Commission has to work
with all political parties as per the frameworks. Noting that
there is constitutional safeguard for the election body, he
said there is no influence from any ruling party or the
government. All decisions are taken independently by the

Warns prime minister at JS

Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina yesterday
warned that stern action would be taken
against persons concerned if any irregularity
was found in the preparation of the list of
extreme poor for the distribution of rice at
Tk 10 per kilogramme.

She issued the warning while replying to a
supplementary question from Awami League
lawmaker Mir Shawkat Ali Badsha (Bagerhat-
2) during a question-answer session.

The leader of the house requested parlia-
ment members to look into lists of benefi-
ciaries in their areas to check irregularities
and asked government officials to strictly
monitor and prevent mismatch.

“..proper action would be taken against
the dealers, even their dealership would be
cancelled and action would also be taken
against the elected public representatives,”
she warned.

On another supplementary question
from treasury bench MP M Israfil Alam,
Hasina said distributing foodgrain through
cards under the "Food Friendly” scheme
would continue as long as there was a
necessity and for the physically challenged
and aged people.

She said she started the distribution at
Chilmari upazila in Kurigram on September
7 and it was ongoing at unions and wards.

She said some 50 lakh families would be
given a maximum of 30 kilogrammes of rice
per month against each card for five months.

Replying to an AL lawmaker's query, she
said a social movement should be brought
up for combating terrorism and militancy.

Over AL lawmaker AFM Bahauddin
Nasim's question, Hasina said the govern-
ment has plans to set up cath labs and
cardiac surgery units in all medical college
hospitals in phases while CClUs in all
district hospitals.
