Expressing hope that functionality will completely return,
doctors yesterday conducted a surgery on the right arm of a
girl who was repeatedly hacked by a Bangladesh Chhatra
League man in Sylhet early this month.

“Some tendons of her fingers were cut... (we) repaired
those successfully,” orthopedic surgeon Mesbah Uddin
Ahmed told journalists in front of the capital's Square
Hospitals in the evening,

They will wait till Khadiza Begum Nargis' overall condi-
tion improves before operating on the injuries on her left
hand, he added.

Injuries on the right part of the brain caused paralysis of
the limbs on her left and so it cannot be predicted whether
the left hand would regain functionality.

The October 3 attack on the MC College campus, where
the 23-year-old had gone to sit for an examination, was
carried out by Badrul Alam, a fourth-year student of the
Shahjalal University of Science and Technology (Sust)
and also senior assistant secretary of the BCL unit in
Sust.

Locals caught Badrul attempting to flee and handed him
over to police. He later confessed before a Sylhet magistrate
that he had tried to kill Khadiza.

The hospital Director Mirza Nazim Uddin earlier told
journalists that her attempts to shield her face caused the

democracy and human rights as enshrined
in Article 1 of the EU-Bangladesh 2001
Cooperation Agreement.

In line with the commitments under-
taken by the ELI and Bangladesh under the
2001 Cooperation Agreement on
Partnership and Development, the 7th EU-
Bangladesh Joint Commission was held in
Dhaka on November 11, 2015.

The EU refrained from deploying any
Election Observation Mission ahead of the
last national election boycotted by BNP
saying it was notinclusive.

In reply to another question on post-July
1 security situation in Bangladesh,
Ambassador Mayaudon said the just con-
cluded visit of Chinese President Xi Jinping
and England cricket team, now in
Bangladesh, are obviously creating a "sense
of confidence and optimism” in terms of
security environment.

However, he said all would have to con-
sider the security issue in a “holistic man-

ner” so that the objective of having "busi-
ness as usual” could be achieved as quickly
as possible. He said they did not live in fear
but they were conscious and laid emphasis
on joint efforts to ensure security for all, not
only for the diplomats.

About the government offer to give foreign-
ers additional security, he said the offer was
appreciated and the issue of hiring armed
Ansar members seemed to be “quite effective.”

On a question about freedom of expres-
sion, Mayaudon said more freedom of
expression had to be encouraged in many
ways and civil society should remain a voice
in any country.

Earlier in his opening remarks,
Mayaudon said it was equally true that the
EU fabric was currently under severe stress
with multiple crises -- economy, security,
migration and terrorism.,

“One thing is for sure, this challenging
situation has not undermined our determi-
nation to reinforce our partnership with
Bangladesh, rather the opposite,” he said.

Bangladesh's rural

transformation fast
Says IFAD report

LINB, Dhaka

Bangladesh had fast rural transformation but showed
slower rural poverty reduction compared to other countries,
which might be related to its slow structural transforma-
tion, says a report.

As with the structural transformation, the speed of rural
transformation is also positively correlated with the extent
of poverty reduction.

The International Fund for Agricultural Development
(IFAD) launched the report yesterday.

Governments need targeted policies and investments
that focus on sustainable agricultural development, raise
wages and create off-farm jobs in rural areas, added the report.

Bangladesh and Myanmar have become lower middle-
income countries, while Mongolia is an upper middle-
income country.

Afghanistan, Cambodia and Nepal are still low-income
economies.

"The rapid economic growth in the region has come at a
cost. Urbanisation has led to a wide income gap between
rural and urban areas. In a number of countries malnutri-
tion remains an area of great concern, while agricultural
production has weighed heavily on existing natural
resources,” said IFAD Associate Vice-President Perin Saint
Ange.

contribute because of their advance age, he added.

“We have to increase income of the BRTC buses and
trucks by enhancing our management efficiency,” the BRTC
chairman said.

The scenario was almost the same in the 2014-15 fiscal
when the total net profit of 1,052 buses was Tk 6.85 crore
which means a bus on an average earned Tk 179 a day.

The same scenario was depicted in the BRTC truck service
in the last two fiscal years. In 2015-16 fiscal, 98 trucks
earned Tk 19.83 crore, but the maintenance cost was Tk
18.40 crore. Each truck on an average earned a net profit Tk
400 a day.

In 2014-15 fiscal, 106 trucks earned Tk 16.88 crore but Tk
16.60 crore was spent on those. A truck per day made a net
profit of Tk 74 on an average.

According to the BRTC statistics, 158 buses out of 520 are
waiting to be taken out of service as repairs were not profit-
able.
