Speakers at a scientific seminar on “Systemic Treatment of
Psoriasis Vulgaris” said awareness can prevent the compli-

cation of this chronic skin disease.

Bangladesh Dermatological Society (BDS) organised the
seminar at a hotel in Chittagong to mark World Psoriasis
Day 20106 yesterday, attended by over 200 dermatologists of

the country.

Prof Dr AQM Serajul Islam, president of BDS, said psori-
asis starts primarily with some rash or itching. “It's neither
deadly nor infectious, but untreated for long complications

may arise...”

For the first time in the country, BDS was observing

World Psoriasis Day, he said.

Prof Dr M Mujibul Haque said the actual reason of psori-
asis was still unknown but there were some risk factors
including diabetes, hypertension, obesity and endocrinal

abnormality.

Around 125 million people are suffering from this dis-
ease worldwide while in Bangladesh around one percent is

affected, hesaid.

Prof Agha Masood Choudhury, vice-president of BDS,
said awareness among the patients was a must.

RECONSTITUTION OF ELECTION COMMISSION

Take opinions of all
political parties

Urges ex-CEC Huda

LINB, Dhaka

Former chief election commissioner ATM
Shamsul Huda vyesterday called for
immediately initiating a process for the
reconstitution of a strong Election
Commission (EC) on the basis of opinions
of all political parties.

“The tenure of the present Election
Commission will expire in mid-February
next. It is essential to initiate the process of
reconstitution of the EC right now if we
want to form a strong one,” he told a debate.

Non-government organisation the
Debate for Democracy organised the parlia-
mentary-styled debate on the role of EC,
candidates and people to arrange a fair
election in the capital's Bangladesh Film
Development Corporation.

Noting that the EC was reconstituted in
2012 within a very short time, Shamsul said,
“If we form the search committee today,
publish the names of potential commis-
sioners tomorrow and appoint them the day
after tomorrow then such eye-wash search
committee will bring no benetfit.”

He said any election without the participa-
tion of all parties must be a problematic one.

“So...create an environment so that all
parties participate in it. Then a fair election
will be possible and no one will have the
scope to raise questions about the election
in case of suffering defeat,” he said.

Shamsul said the immediate priority
should be reconstituting a strong EC with
competent, neutral persons known for
their integrity for getting good results to
some extent.

“1 strongly believe there are many com-
petent persons in our country who are
eligible for the Election Commissioner's
post. Unfortunately, we do not search
them,” he said,

He said if the EC was formed in the right
way, it would be able to gain more trust of
political parties.

“But, it will not be possible if the partici-
pation of all political parties is not
ensured, " he said.

for filming
patient in toilet

A diagnostic centre
employee was held alleg-
edly for clandestinely
videoing a female patient
when she was collecting
urine samples in a toilet of
the centre in the capital's
Dhanmondi yesterday:.

Hasibur Rahman
Suman, 27, of Chuadanga,
had been serving the centre
as telephone operator for
last three years.

Sumon, who was sacked

A case was filed against
