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Double blow
for raped girl

Dinajpur rape victim expelled
from school; headmaster
'influenced' in taking decision

Shaken to the core, a teenage rape victim in Mithapukur
upazila of Rangpur has received humiliation, instead of
support, traumatising her no less than the physical viola-
tion two months ago.

She and her family have been subjected to torture and
coercion since her mother filed a case with Mithapukur
Police Station on September 8, a week after the incident,
against five people.

Rashedul Islam, a college student, used to stalk her daugh-
ter on her way to school, said the plaintiff, Afroza Begum.

The girl's parents complained to his family about the
matter several times but saw no action from that side.

On September 1, the schoolgirl was returning home
when Rashedul, who used to run a studio, picked her up
with help from two accomplices and took her to his shop at
Chharanbazar in the upazila town. There he confined her
for nearly an hour and raped her, the victim said.

As she returned home, her family took her to Rangpur
Medical College Hospital where she received treatment fora
week.

On her release, her parents went to Borobala Union
Parishad Chairman Saheb Ali Sarker and informed him of
the rape by his nephew Rashedul. They also told Rashedul's
father Shahdur Rahman about the matter. But they beat up
the girl and her parents and drove them out.
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The concrete slab over a storm-water drainage line lay in tatters at Malibagh intersection in the capital yesterday. The iron rods are sticking
out posing risks for vehicles. Construction of a flyover and poor maintenance of the street are making the lives of locals miserable.

Bangladesh-born
scientist jointly wins
Prince Sultan Prize

A Bangladeshi-American
scientist and his team mem-
ber have won the prestigious
Prince Sultan Bin Abdulaziz
International Prize for
Water (PSIPW) this year for
developing and testing a
model that predicts cholera
outbreaks.

Dr Shafiqul Islam of Tufts
University, USA, and Dr Rita
Colwell of University of
Maryland at College Park
won the 7th PSIPW award in
Creative Prize category,
according to the official
website of PSIPW.

The PSIPW in its website
said the team received the
award for “developing and
testing a model that uses
chlorophyll information
from satellite data to predict
cholera outbreaks at least
three to six months in
advance.”

The winners were
announced on October 5,
and the awards ceremony
would be held on
November 2 at the United
Nations headquarters in
New York.
