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BNP activist
found dead

Victim's wife points
at AL men

A BNP activist was found
dead in a bamboo cluster
in Dodapara village under
Thakurgaon Sadar upazila
yesterday.

The deceased was Mokbul
Hossain alias Mantu, 55, son
of late Kalim Uddin of
Daulatpur Sacarpara village
under the upazila.

Officer-in-Charge (OC)
of Thakurgaon Police
Station Moshiur Rahman
told this correspondent
that polling in the M Hat
Khochabari Government
Primary School centre,
which was suspended
during the May 7 union
parishad (UP) election, was
held on Monday.

Mokbul's wife Bachhai
Akhter said she and her
husband, a supporter of
BNP-nominated chairman
candidate Poygum Ali, were
returning home after declara-
tion of the result of the UP
election when a group of AL
activists attacked them.

When Mokbul tried to
run away, the AL activists
chased him.

Mokbul's body was
found hanging in the bam-
boo cluster in the morning.

Victim's wife said they left
their house a few days ago as
AL supporters had threat-
ened them since her hus-
band was a worker of the
BNP-nominated candidate.

The OC said that it
seemed like Mokbul was
hanged after being killed.
Process is on to file a case in
this connection, OC added.

Elderly woman killed

Son and daughter-in-law arrested

An elderly woman was hacked to death at Natuapara in
Kazipur upazila of Sirajganj early yesterday.

The victim was Fatema Begum, 75, wife of late Aksed Ali
of thevillage.

Police arrested the victim's son and his wife in this connection.

On being informed by locals, police rushed to the spot
and recovered the body from the victim's room.

Officer-in-charge of Kazipur Police Station Shamit
Kumar Kundu said the criminals killed her in her room.

“The reason behind the murder is not clear We are
investigating the incident,” the OCsaid, adding that the woman
mighthave been killed over a feud regarding family property.

Random sale and use of liquid combus-
tibles is still going on in three upazilas of
Sunamganj although the government
has banned their unauthorised sale to

prevent their use in criminal activities.

The fuels are being sold in around 400
shops beside the village roads and in the
local markets. The district or the upazila
administrations, however, do not have
any list of such unauthorised fuel sellers.

Visiting different areas recently, this
correspondent saw petrol, octane and
diesel were being sold in shops at road-

and Doarabazar upazila.

Many grocers illegally sell petrol, octane and
diesel along with other household commodities,

Motorcycle driver Mansur Ahmed said he
bought a litre of petrol at Tk 100 when its fixed
rate in the filling stations is Tk 86. The
unauthorised dealers sell petrol, octane and
diesel at Tk 10 to Tk 20 more than the official
price, he added.

Safada Filling Station owner Md Murshed
Reza said they stopped selling the fuels to
unauthorised sellers as soon as the government
imposed the restriction.

lTeesta starts
devouring
embankment

About 10-metre of it has already
gone under water

Hit by upstream water of the Teesta river, a portion of the
300-metre-long erosion protection embankment was
devoured at Gobordhan in Aditmari upazila yesterday,
threatening eight villages.

The river continued devouring the embankment built
over a decade ago to save the villagers' homesteads and
croplands from erosion, local union parishad (UP) mem-
ber Matiar Rahman said.

The Teesta devoured about 10 metres of the embankment
at Gobordhan village in Mahishkhocha union in the
morning, said locals.

UP member along with the villagers has been trying to
save the dam from the river by dumping concrete blocks
there, they said.

On information, local officials of Water Development
Board (WDB) visited the spot at noon and assured the
villagers of taking immediate steps to save the embank-
ment.

Fazlar Rahman, 58, of the village, said his homestead,
croplands and orchard were saved from Teesta erosion after
the protection dam was built,

“But I am very worried about possible collapse of the
embankment,” he said.

“We have taken shelter on the erosion protection embank-
ment after losing our homesteads, and croplands due to
Teesta erosion but it is a matter of great concern that the river is
now threateningit,” said Nurulislam, 65, of the area.

UP chairman Mosaddeque Hossain Chowdhury said if
the embankment collapses, eight villages of the union will
totally go under water.

Lalmonirhat WDB Sub-Divisional Engineer Mohammad
Al-Mamun said they have already taken preparation to save
the embankment from the Teesta through dumping
concrete blocks as per required.

LIpazila Nirbahi Officer Abdullah Al Kahyrum said he
has already communicated with the WDB authority and
local UP chairman to save the dam.

Missing man
murdered

As the physician refused
to comply, Dhali verbally
abused him in presence of
nayek Md Selim Matabbar
who went there for a medi-
cal check-up, reports our
Shariatpur correspondent
quoting Debashish.

Selim, a guard of the
district deputy commis-
sioner's residence, tried to
stop the altercation
between Dhali and the
doctor. All of a sudden,
Dhali slapped him across
the tace, leaving the cop
injured.

The 42-year-old was
admitted to the hospital.
ENT specialist Dr Imran
Khan, who was involved in
the cop’'s treatment, said
Selim's eardrum was perfo-
rated. He was referred to
Dhaka for better treatment.

Dhali went into hiding
following the incident.
Police were trying to arrest
him, said Shariatpur
Superintendent of Police
Saifullah Al Mamun.

Law enforcers raided a
private clinic owned by
Alamgir to arrest Dhali.
Later, the clinic was sealed
and its patients were
shifted to Sadar hospital,
the SP added.

Civil Surgeon of
Shariatpur Moshiur
Rahman said Dhali used to
force doctors to issue fake
medical certificates and if
anyone refused to comply,
he would swoop on him.

OC Khalilur Rahman of
Shariatpur Police Station said
they preparing a case against
Dhali for assaulting the cop
