Chief Justice (C]) Surendra Kumar Sinha yesterday termed a
former C] of the East Pakistan era, Amin Ahmed, one of the
country's best judges and recommended that fellow judges
follow in his footsteps.

“If our judges read his judgments, their lacking will be
filled,” he told a ceremony organised by Justice Amin Ahmed
Trust in the Bangladesh Supreme Court Bar Association
(SCBA) auditorium marking Amin's 25th death anniversary.
"Justice Amin Ahmed had taken the judicial system to a new
height. But we have failed to evaluate him,” said Justice
Surendra. Presenting the medal to a Dhaka University law
student, Abdul Alim, for his outstanding academic result, he
suggested the trust members confer it to other students from
Chittagong University and Rajshahi University.

Justice Surendra also asked the trust to construct a clinic
in Feni, Amin's birthplace, to ensure better healthcare for
financially insolvent people. The book, “Bicharpoti Amin
Ahmed: Life and Work”, is Amin's biography, written by
Justice Kazi Ebadul Hoque and MR Mahbub., Justices Nazrul
Islam, Mir Hashmat Ali, Kazi Ebadul Hoque and Momtaz

Explosives, arms found at
house of injured 'militant’

Police seized explosives, arms and Jihadi
books from the house of a militant suspect
who was injured in an explosion in
Rajshahi's Puthia upazila Saturday night.
Khalek, 23, of Charghat upazila, now
undergoing treatment at Rajshahi Medical
College Hospital, was making bombs,
police suspected. His fingers were blown off
and the face burnt in the explosion, around
8:00pm, according to doctors.
On information, police raided the house

two hours later and seized explosives, five
machetes, two Chinese axes, and photocop-
ies of two Jihadi books, said Nibaron Chandra
Borman, OC of Charghat Police Station.
Quoting the suspect's family, the OC said
Khalek used to sell old motorcycles and was
occasionally involved in fruit and fish trading.
In June, police arrested his cousin Lalon alias
Abdullah, 29, with bombs. They suspected that
the cousin motivated him into militancy. The
cousin served a seven-year prison sentence
in an explosives case three years ago, accord-

ing to police.

Miscreants 'try to immolate' reporter
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As we were leaving, about 10 men came
running and began to beat us up,” said
Shakil. At one point, Shakil, whose glasses
were broken and lost, managed to run and
went inside a nearby grocery store for shelter.

“The attackers followed me and grabbed a
jar of kerosene from the shop and poured it on
me, soaking my shirt, pants and shoes, " hesaid.

“One of them was about to light a match-
stick coming near me, when people standing
nearby intervened and took him away,” he
told The Daily Star. The camera, lights and

microphone carried by the crew was also
damaged by the attackers, he added. The crew,
however, managed to film a part of the attack
and provided police with the clips. Shakil said
locals then took them inside a nearby build-
ing from where police later rescued him.

An attempted murder case was filed by
Shakil with Chakbazar Police Station,
accusing two named and 10-12 unnamed
persons, said Officer-in-Charge of the
police station Shamimur Rashid Khan. He
added that police visited the spot but the
accused persons had fled the area.
