Any person involved in irregularities over the
Tk 10-per-kg rice distribution programme for
50 lakh ultra-poor families will not be spared,
Food Minister Qamrul Islam said yesterday.

He said the programme was appreciated
nationally and internationally. “But allega-
tions of irregularities arose today,” he said,
warning that none would be allowed to
make the programme controversial.

Qamrul was addressing a workshop on
public awareness in implementing Food
Safety Act, 2013, in Chittagong division.

Food Safety Authority. Qamrul said, "Our
dealers or our people (ruling party men) are
doing these irregularities. But against this,
we have taken stringent steps.”

"We are not sparing anyone...We have
already cancelled dealership of 62 dealers.
We did not hesitate to arrest the people of
our party...Many chairmen, members were
arrested. Many dealers were arrested. Many
were fined. They belong to our ruling party,”
the minister noted. He claimed that due to
the action,the extent of irregularities was
decreasing gradually.
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Dinajpur 'raped’ girl
recovering in hospital

The five-year-old Dinajpur girl, who was allegedly raped and
brutalised by some unknown persons about three weeks
earlier, is recovering gradually at Dhaka Medical College
Hospital (DMCH) forregular treatment and counselling.

Doctors said she spoke rarely to her mother and grand-
mother, who are attending her, and responded silently if
asked anything,

Earlier she would fear seeing any male person around
her, but it was mitigated a little due to counselling, said
Bilkis Begum, chief co-ordinator of One-stop Crisis Centre
at DMCH. The girl, however, needed a surgery for full
recovery, she said.

The hospital authority bought her toys that kept her busy
throughout day, and she eats food that her mother cooked,
Bilkis said.

On the evening of October 18, the girl went missing
while playing near her home in Jamirhat village of
Parbatipur upazila.

Villagers found her the next morning lying bloodied and
unconscious on a field with several bites and scratch marks
and cigarettes burns on her body.

RU convocation reg
fee too high?

The registration fee for the upcoming 10th convocation of
Rajshahi University has been fixed at Tk 3,750, at least Tk
1,000 higher than those of most other public universities.

Though RU charged Tk 3,500 last year, some former
graduates have called this year's fee “too high”, raising their
voice on social media.

Registration is open from November 3 to November 30.

On behalf of President Abdul Hamid, also chancellor of
RU, Education Minister Nurul Islam Nahid will chair the
ceremony, scheduled for December 24,

This year, those who obtained master's, MBBS, BDS,
MPhil and PhD degrees between 2011 and 2014 will be able
to participate.

Requesting to reduce the fee, former graduate
Mohammad Sajid Rahman wrote on Facebook that the fee
was higher than that of any other public university.

He told The Daily Star, “Most of us who want to par-
ticipate are unemployed or doing part-time jobs, as we
have passed recently. It is burdensome for the unem-
ployed like us”.

So far Dhaka, Jahangirnagar, and Chittagong universities
have charged between Tk 1,500 and Tk 2,500.

RU student adviser Mizanur Rahman, however, said most
participants wanted to take away the ceremony gowns and
hats. “That's why we are giving hats and gowns to them from
this year. For this, we had to add an additional Tk 1,500. But
other universities need not bear the cost, as they take the
gowns back.”
