“We are living without food,
job and treatment and our
children stopped attending
schools fearing reprisals,” said
Binoy Hembram, who took
shelter at Madarpur village
after police evicted him
from Horinmari village.

“Nobody has come to
inquire about us [following
the eviction|,” said Soban
Soren, an agriculture labour.

Adivasis took shelter in
open fields in those villages.

In Madarpur village,
affected people were found
staying in front of a church
with their family members.

“We are feeling insecure,”
said Kamal Mardi who was
sitting there with his only
four-year-old daughter
Purnimain hislap.

The child has been suffer-
ing from fever for the last two
days, but, he said, he could
not take her to a doctor as
there were fears of attacks by
Bangalee settlers.

Omina Tudu, an elderly
woman of Madarpur village,
said her family needed food
urgently as their food stock
ranout.

Most of the evicted people
are farm labourers. They live
hand-to-mouth but for the
last three days they have no
work, she added.

Dipul Soren, who has to sit
for the Secondary School
Certificate exams next year,
has been unable to study. His
books and study materials
were damaged at the time of
the eviction drive, he said.

No government and non

government officials wvisited
the affected Adivasis, said
Rumina Murmu.

On the other hand, the
sugar mill authorities have
started fencing off the
disputed land.

Talking to The Daily Star,
labourers said they began

work on Tuesday.
Meanwhile, Mangol
Majhdi, found dead in a

paddy field following a clash
between police, mill labourers
and Santal people over the
land, was buried at
Damadarpur village in
Ghoraghat upazila of
Dinajpur vyesterday noon
under police protection.
Kalyan Chakraborty, a sub-
inspector of Gobindagan]
police, said four Adivasis had

s0 far been arrested in the case
filed after the clash.

Md Abdus Samad, deputy
commissioner of Gaibandha,
said his office was trying to
quell the situation and assure
indigenous people of safety.

The DC office also distrib-
uted rice and cash to the
affected people.

During the Pakistan
regime in 1952, the govern-
ment acquired 1,840 acres of
land at Shahebganj tosetup a
sugarcane farm.

The deputy commis-
sioner's office acquired the
land for the then Pakistan
Industrial Development
Corporation, which estab-
lished Rangpur
(Mahimaganj) Sugar Mills
between 1954 and 1957.
The original land owners
were given only Tk 8.07 lakh
for the vast land. Later in
1962, the DC office, on
behalf of the land owners,
signed an agreement with
the corporation.

The deal stated that the
land was acquired for cultiva-
tion of sugarcane by the mill
authorities, If the land was
used for farming any other
crop, the corporation shall
surrender the land to the
government (the DC office).

However, the agreement
was violated as the mill
authorities leased out most of
the land in 2004 for cultiva-
tion of crops like rice, wheat,
mustard, tobacco and maize.,

Adivasis started erecting
houses on the land around six
months ago after they had
learnt that the mill authorities
were producing other crops
illegally, said Philimon
Baske, president of Sugar
Mill Land Recovery
Cominittee.

Alia Khatun, former ADC
[revenue] of Gaibandha,
submitted a report to the
authority, supporting the
demand of Adivasis, he
added.

On Sunday, the Santal
people clashed with Bangalee
settlers, Police fired shots to
controle the situation, leaving
two Adivasis dead and 15
people injured.

Yesterday, several tractors
were seen ploughing a huge
area of the land and mill
labourers planting sugarcane
seeds, where tobacco and
wheat were being produced.

PSTU SEISMOGRAPH

Inoperative for
four years

SOHRAB HOSSAIN, Patuakhali

The only seismograph in the country's southern part at
Patuakhali Science and Technology University (PSTU) has
remained inoperative for four years due to lack of a sensor.

The university authority installed it on the campus on
May 27 in 2008 under a project of Tk one crore funded by
Dhaka University, said Asst Prof of PSTU Md Munibur
Rahman, supervisor of the seismograph.

"After installation, we got reading for two earthquakes

but a glitch was found in the machine in January 2011,

said.

" he

Later, the machine was restarted with the internet con-
nection at a room in the academic building, Munibur said,
adding that after a year, the sensor of the machine became

inactive.

“As we can easily get signal of earthquake by monitoring
the seismograph and can inform it to locals, it is possible to
reduce damage of lives and properties in the disaster, but
everything goes in vain as the machine remained inopera-

tive forlong,” he added.

Md Jamal Hossain, associate professor of computer
science and information technology department of PSTU,

said seismograph works in three levels --

its sensor detects

the tremor first, then receiver receives it and finally com-
puter reads out its level and distance.

If any part of the machine becomes inactive, it will
become inoperative as a whole, he said.

“We are trying our best to restart the machine considering
its importance,” said AKM Mostata Zaman, dean of disaster
management department of PSTLI.
