'thuggery'

Hundreds of locals under the banner Rajshahi Rakkha
Sangram Parishad partially blocked Shaheb Bazar Zero
Point for around an hour yesterday noon accusing two
Rajshahi Medical College Hospital (RMCH) interns of
assaulting patients' family members.

Citing two incidents last week when four persons were
injured, they claimed that the duo belonged to a pro-Awami
League (AL) student body and they called strikes and AL
leaders for support whenever the allegations arose.

The duo also brandish firearms whenever anyone com-
plains about services and has even hit people with sticks,
alleged the protesters.

The accused did not receive phone calls and were not
present at RMCH vyesterdayy RMCH Deputy Director
Manwaru Islam said they were verifying the allegations.

Danish Ambassador
Mikael Hemniti Winther
yesterday signed a
Memorandum of
Understanding (Mol)
with Transparency
International Bangladesh
(TIB) to continue support-
ing the "Building Integrity
Blocks for Effective
Change" (BIBEC)
programme for the 2017-
21 period.

Under the Mol signed by
Ambassador Winther and
TIB Executive Director Dr
Iftekharuzzaman at a
programme held in the
capital's TIB head office, the
anti-graft watchdog will
receive Tk 22 crore in two
phases, says a TIB press
release.

The ambassador reiterated
that this grant, as part of a
framework agreement
between the governments of
Denmark and Bangladesh,
represents the Danish gov-
ernment's commitment to
pursuing development
engagement with
Bangladesh, added the press
release.

He said that the
embassy was happy to
continue to support TIB's
efforts to promote better
governance and to coun-
ter corruption in
Bangladesh, which the
Danish government con-
siders indispensable for
further progress in pov-
erty reduction and to
meet the Sustainable
Development Goals
(SDGs), it mentioned.

Expressing gratitude,
[ftekharuzzaman hoped
that the project will
help strengthen the
institutional, legal and
policy structure for
accountable governance
and deepen and widen
the social movement
against corruption in
Bangladesh.

government, Watkins said the country had taken some very bold
and courageous steps that included integrated inter-ministerial
structure under the leadership of the Prime Minister's Office.

“This will go a long way to ensure coordination within the
government and perhaps with other international actors like
the United Nations. What really accounts at the end of the day is
that these ideas are translated down to the local level. It is a big
challenge to localise the issues.”

He said the challenge was how the local government actors and
local community people would deal with the challenge of SDGs.

“Getting people aware and getting them changed and
change in any society is a very difficult thing. Local governments
and local community groups know best what their needs are
and they can tell whether their needs are met. Whole society
approach is needed to attain the SDGs targets,”

Shakeb Nabi, country director of the Christian Aid, said
resource—financial and technical—was a key challenge to
attain SDGs targets in Bangladesh.

“How will we reduce the resource gaps? Do we have enough
data to address the issues? How will we reach out to the people
living in the hard-to-reach areas?” he asked.

Nabi recommended creation of a separate department on
SDGsunder the PMO.

Dr Fakrul Ahsan, a project manager at the Planning
Commission, said a comprehensive approach was required to
implement SDGs. “It is almost impossible to implement the
targets without ownership and participation of people. The
government must strengthen the local government institutions.
Everybody's effort is required to attain SDGs targets and that's
why itis a big challenge to localise the issue.”

Dr Dwijen Mallick, fellow of BCAS, presented the keynote
paper. BCAS has undertaken an initiative to popularise and
localise SDGs with the help of government and relevant stake-
holders. As part of this process, BCAS organised a civil society
dialogue, regional consultations and capacity building work-
shops in the last six months with local government institutions,
NGOs, and relevant stakeholders.
