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5 of int'l trafficking gangs
arrested, 1 victim rescued

Rapid Action Battalion yesterday arrested
five alleged members of two Libya-based
human trafficking gangs and rescued a
victim in three separate drives.

The gangs used to abduct Bangladeshi
fortune seekers staying in Libya, tortured
and confined them for days, and forced
family members to pay ransoms to local
agents, Rab claimed.

On receiving a complaint, Rab-3 arrested
three alleged traffickers -- Abdul Kuddus Molla
and Jakir alias Hantu Mollah in Faridpur, and
Belal Matubbar in the capital's Tejgaon, said Lt
Col Khandaker Golam Sarwar, command-
ing officer of Rab-3, yesterday.

Briefing reporters at the force's media
centre in Karwan Bazar, he said several vic-
tims were rescued and kept under the super-
vision of Bangladesh embassy in Tripoli.

In another drive near Dhaka airport
yesterday, Rab-1 arrested two alleged local
agents -- Liton Khan and Noor Mohammad
alias Dulal of another trafficking gang --
who worked for one Belal.

The Rab team vyesterday also rescued
Mintu Ali Khan, a returnee migrant near the
airport.

Mintu first returned to Bangladesh in
2014 from Libya leaving his money to Belal.
As he wanted his money back, Belal's man
Rubel tricked and sent him to Libya on
October 12, where he was confined and
tortured, Mintu claimed.

His family paid Tk 1.07 lakh for his
release, and later sought help of police, who
arrested Rubel in Gabtoli on October 27.

“Torture turned severe following Rubel's
arrest,” claimed Mintu. The family again paid
Tk 70,000 to the local agents. Finally, they
released Mintu, who returned home yesterday.
