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2004 ATTACK ON UK ENVOY

SC starts hearing Mufti
Hannan's appeal

The Supreme Court yesterday started hearing the appeals of
two Huji death row convicts including its chief Mufti Abdul
Hannan against the High Court verdict in a case filed for the
2004 grenade attack on the then UK envoy in Bangladesh.

A four-member bench of the Appellate Division of the SC
headed by Chief Justice SK Sinha also fixed December 6 for
further hearing.

During yesterday's proceedings, the apex court engaged
SC lawyer ABM Bayezid as state defence lawyer to defend
another death row convict Delwar Hossain alias Ripon,
though he did not file any appeal, Assistant Attorney
General Bashir Ahmed told The Daily Star.

Additional Attorney General Murad Reza read out from
the HC judgement before the bench, he added.

The HC on February 11 upheld death penalty of three
Huji members, including Mufti Hannan, and life imprison-
ment of two others over the 2004 grenade attack.

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Poor tourists to get
50pc umbrella seats

HC asks govt to ensure it free of cost

at Cox's Baxar sea beach

The High Court yesterday ordered the authorities concerned
to take steps so that insolvent tourists can use 50 percent of
the umbrella seats at Cox's Bazar sea beach at free of cost.

Issuing a suomoto rule, the court asked the respondents
to mark 50 percent of the umbrella seats, known as Kitkot
chair, with red colour and thereby ensure that poor tourists
can use those at free of cost, The court asked the respondents
to explain why collecting unreasonable rents from tourists for
using the Kitkot chairs should not be declared illegal.

Civil aviation and tourism secretary, chairman of
Bangladesh Pajatan Corporation, deputy commissioner and
superintendent of police of Cox's Bazar, and mayor of Cox's
Bazar municipality have been made respondents to the rule.

The bench of Justice Quamrul Islam Siddique and Justice
Sheikh Hassan Arif came up with the order and rule after
hearing an argument from Supreme Court lawyer Barrister

Police want people by their side as they alone can not tackle
the newly emerged threat of terrorism, militancy and drug
abuse, said Inspector General of Police (IGP) AKM Shahidul
Hoque yesterday.

He was addressing as the chief guest a reception in
Chittagong's Dampara Police Lines marking Chittagong
Metropolitan Police's (CMP) 38th anniversary,. CMP
Commissioner Md Igbal Bahar presided over the programme.

“We are now looking for a new type of policing which we
term people-oriented policing and service-oriented polic-
ing. And to engage people, we have initiated community
policing. We have got a huge response from people,” the IGP
said.

“On November 30, 1978, this city had a population of only
10 lakh. Back then, the metropolitan police started with only
2,800 police personnel,” said the CMP commissioner.

“Today the city population has exceeded 70 lakh but the
police force has been increased to only 7,000. That means,
back then there was one police personnel for every 400
people and now there is only one police personnel for 1,050
people,” he said. “Still we have tried to reach people and
meet their expectations. We want to create a sense of security
among people,” he said.

'Extra' money being realised

from SSC examinees
BCL informs rally about CCC-run 47 schools

Bangladesh Chhatra League yesterday
protested realisation of “additional money”
from the S5C examinees by the Chittagong
City Corporation-run 47 schools.

At a rally on the Chittagong Court
Building premises, BCL city unit president
Emran Ahmed Emu alleged that the institu-
tions are taking extra Tk 2,800 from each of
the SSC examinees in the name of develop-
ment fund, and coaching and tuition fees,

The authorities also threatened the
students not to let them attend the examina-
tion if the money was not paid, he alleged.

The leaders demanded return of the

money and intervention of the deputy
commissioner in Chittagong.

Contacted, Nazmul Haque Duke, chair-
man of CCC Standing Committee for
Education, Health, Family Planning and
Health Safety, said the tuition fee for two
months were taken as the SSC candidates were
under the process until the exam was held.

The coaching is optional and its fee will
not go to the CCC fund; rather the teachers
of the respective schools will get it, he said.

He said the money for development fund
is received as the CCC does not get any
money from the government to build
infrastructures for the schools.
