seeking a stay on trial pro-
ceedings of the Zia charita-
ble trust corruption case.

She submitted the peti-
tion through her lawyers
also seeking cancellation of
statements recorded by the
trial court of 32 prosecu-
tion witnesses of the case.

Khaleda in the petition
said the recording of the
witnesses' statements did
not take place under the
criminal rules and proce-
dures.

The HC will hold a
hearing on the petition
today, ACC lawyer
Khurshid Alam Khan told
The Daily Star.

Khaleda Zia challenged
the proceedings of the case
at the HC and Appellate
Divisions of the Supreme
Court several times, he said.

Both the divisions of the
apex court has cleared the
way for the trial court to
run the trial proceedings of
the case, he said, adding
that the Anti Corruption
Commission (ACC) will
contest yesterday's petition
before the HC during its
hearing.

On August 8, 2011, the
ACC lodged the Zia
Charitable graft case
against Khaleda and three
others for abusing power in
setting up the charity.

Other accused are Harris
Chowdhury, Khaleda's
former political secretary,
Ziaul Islam Munna, assis-
tant private secretary (APS)
of Harris, and Monirul
Islam Khan, APS of former
Dhaka City Corporation
mayor Sadeque Hossain
Khoka. Harris Chowdhury
is now absconding.

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Safe passage for migrants sought

International migrant rights activists
at a global forum on migration and
human rights in Dhaka yesterday
observed that migrants and refugees
seeking safe routes through interna-
tional borders should be allowed to
move and provide necessary
assistances to ensure their human
rights.

Expressing concern over the emer-
gences of far-right political parties,
they said the refusals at the interna-
tional borders are causing serious
violations of rights of the migrants and
refugees.

They made these remarks on the
first day of a two-day Peoples' Global
Action (PGA) Forum on Migration,
Development and Human Rights
titled “Mobilized and On the Move:
Migrants Changing the World!" held

in Dhaka University's Lecture Theatre
building.

Preeda Tongchumnum,
programme manager of Solidarity
Centre, which works with migrants
and refugees in Thailand, observed
that the migrant jobseekers from
some South and Southeast Asian
countries were forced to leave their
countries seeking safer places.
“Myanmar's Rohingyas were migrat-
ing to Thailand after conflicts in their
country...,” shesaid.

Catherine Tacaquin, executive
director for the US-based National
Network for Immigrants and
Refugee Rights, said, "Border restric-
tions and lack of humanitarian and
immigration visas for safe passage,
motivate migrants to pay smugglers
to guide and facilitate their journeys,
further subjecting them to potential
dangers. It is especially challenging

for women and girls, who often face
physical threats and abuse, includ-
ing rape.”

Maria Angela Villalba, executive
director of Unlad Kabayan Migrant
Services Foundation, in the
Philippines, said the rights of the
migrants and children in the desti-
nation countries were being vio-
lated.

The civil societies must be united to
ensure the migrants' and refugees'
rights, said Jille Belisario, campaign
and programme coordinator of
Commission for Filipino Migrant
Workers in Netherlands.

Over 300 people convened at the
programme to discuss on borders and
detention, climate and migration,
global governance on migration,
labour migration and recruitment
reform, mixed migration, and xeno-
phobia and racism.

The Supreme Court yesterday directed the authorities to
maintain status quo on earth filling in natural water bodies
at Aftabnagar housing project in Rampura area in Dhaka for
next six weeks.

Chamber judge of the Appellate Division of the SC
Justice Syed Mahmud Hossain gave the order following a
petition filed by the Human Rights and Peace for
Bangladesh seeking stay on a High Court verdict.

Eastern Housing Ltd which has undertaken the project
and the government have to maintain status quo on earth
filling in natural water bodies at Aftabnagar housing
project, HRPB's lawyer Manzill Murshid told The Daily Star.

He, however, said there is no legal bar for the project to
run its construction activities following the SC chamber
judge's order.

Advocate Manzill Murshid said the HC last month
rejected a petition to stop the earth filling.
