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ASIA-PACIFIC TRADE AGREEMENT
Cabinet approves

inclusion of Mongolia
as new member

LUINB, Dhaka

The cabinet yesterday approved the draft of
the second amendment to the Asia-Pacific
Trade Agreement (APTA) incorporating
Mongolia as the new member, raising the
total number of its member countries to
seven.

The approval was given at the regular
weekly meeting of the cabinet at
Bangladesh Secretariat with Prime Minister
Sheikh Hasina in the chair.

Briefing reporters after the meeting,
Cabinet Secretary Mohammad Shafiul
Alam said the amendment to the oldest
preferential trade agreement of the Asia
pacific region is made to include Mongolia
and rearrangement of the tariff regime
under the agreement.

The Asia-Pacific Trade Agreement
(APTA), previously known as the Bangkok
Agreement was signed in 1975 and later
renamed as APTA in 2005.

Now, Bangladesh, India, China, South
Korea, Sri Lanka and Laos are the members
of the agreement. The membership of
Mongolia is likely to be finalised at the
next ministerial meeting of the APTA billed
for January 13, 2017 in Bangkok.

The draft also finalised a new list of
tariff regimme under the agreement.

Under the agreement, Bangladesh gener-
ally gives 10-70 percent duty free access to
598 items from APTA countries in addition
20-50 percent concession to four more
items from LDCs.

As per the agreement, China gives 5
percent to 100 percent duty-free access to
2,191 items of APTA countries while India
gives 5 percent to 100 percent duty free
access to 3,334 items.

Speakers tell discussion

The government's emergency healthcare number, 16263, known as
Shastho Batayon, can play an important role providing services to rural
people, speakers told a roundtable yesterday.

People can get facilities of primary treatment, including doctor's advice
and prescription, of any diseases by calling the number which will help
them solve their problem at home, they said.

On accessibility of people who are financially insolvent, they also urged
the government and related departments to reduce the call charge, now Tk
0.60 per minute.

The roundtable was organised by Bangla daily Prothom Alo in associa-
tion with the Directorate General of Health Services (DGHS) and Synesis IT
Ltd supported by UKaid.

Prof Dr Abul Kalam Azad, director general of DGHS, said the number
was a multidimensional healthcare line as it would provide people treat-
ment guidelines as well as information of hospitals, specialised doctors
and ambulances.

“The number is being used by people frequently...more than 13 lakh
calls have been made so far since its beginning in September 2015, and
around 6,000 calls are made per day,” said Dr Nizam Uddin Ahmed,
chief executive officer of Synesis IT, an organisation maintaining the
call service.

State Minister for ICT Division Junaid Ahmed Palak said the initiative
was appreciable but it needed more publicity so that each and every person
in the country could use the number to avail the services.

Social media like Facebook can play the lead role in this regard as it
would not cost too much, he added.

Speaking as the chief guest, Health and Family Welfare Minister
Mohammad Nasim said, “The poor and people with small earnings will be
very benefited by using the line if we can inform them about it.”

The government will take all necessary steps to make the number popu-
lar and more active, he said.

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BNP slams govt move
to raise gas tariffs

How unruly
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and the family lodged a murder case
against 20 people including CU BCL
president Tipu and Assistant Proctor
Anwar Hossain.

On December 5, followers of Sujan
locked the office of the arts and humani-
ties faculty's dean for two hours as their
favoured candidate could not get admit-
ted to the university, according to BCL
insiders.

On December 9, a follower of Tipu was
beaten by Sujan's group, resulting in chases
between the two groups.Later police raided
two halls and detained 30 BCL men for inter-
rogation. On the same day, supporters of Diaz
beat up Imtiaz Ovi, an organising secretary of
CU unit BCL, who is loyal to Tipu, with sticks
and iron rods on the campus.

Earlier, when contacted, Sujan said he
was working to unite CU unit BCL and
remove factionalisaiton. Tipu could not
be contacted over the phone despite
repeated attempts,

BNP yesterday alleged that the government is
trying to hike gas tariffs to create a chance for
the ruling party men to plunder public money.

“Though the gas companies are making
huge profits, the government has taken a
decision to double the gas prices in the space
of just nine months. Why are you going to
increase the tariffs when gas sector has been
on a hefty profit?” said BNP Senior Joint
Secretary General Ruhul Kabir Rizvi.

He was speaking at a press briefing at
BNP's Nayapaltan central office.

In August, Titas Gas Transmission and
Distribution Company proposed increasing the
gas prices for domestic users by around twofold
while Petrobangla proposed raising bulk gas
price fromTk 6.29 percubicmetreto Tk 10.29.

Later, Bangladesh Energy Regulatory
Commission (BERC) assured that the price
would be adjusted after a series of justified
calculations and the decision would be made
within the next 90 days. But, BERC is yet to
come up with its final decision in this regard.
