gross flaws without mandatory approval of the Dhaka
Transport Coordination Authority,

"We've supplied safety equipment to workers asking them
to wear those during work. But, they often don't use those
terming those heavy,” said Project Director of Moghbazar-
Mouchak Flyover Project Sushanto Kumar Paul.

Noting that the management is very much concerned
about the safely of workers and passersby, he regretted that
they had not been able to ensure safety for them in many
cases during the construction work in a busy city like
Dhaka.

But, Sushanto said they are trying their best to ensure the
safety of both workers and city commuters during the
implementation of the flyover project.
