A Dhaka court yesterday
adjourned till today hearing
of the Italian citizen Cesare
Tavella murder case against
seven people, including
BNP leader MA Quayum
and his brother Abdul
Matin,

The court passed the
order as the prosecution
failed to produce any wit-
ness before it yesterday,

Earlier on November 24,
the same court recorded the
statement of Azizul Islam, a
prosecution witness.

The other accused in the
case are Tamjid Ahmed Rubel,
Russell Chowdhury, Minhajul
Arefin, also known as Bhagne
Russell; Shakhawat Hossain
Sharif, and Sohel alias
Bhangari Sohel.

Of them, MA Quayum,
also ex-ward commissioner
from Badda and a joint
convener of Dhaka city
BNP, and Bhangari Sohel
are shown fugitives while
the rest five are now in jail.

Tavella, 50, an aid worker,
was killed in Dhaka's
Gulshan Diplomatic Zone on
September 28 last year. He
worked as the project man-
ager of Profitable
Opportunities for Food
Security (Proofs), a project of
the Netherlands-based
organisation ICCO
Cooperation.

Detectives pressed
charges against the seven
on June 28 this year.

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Better services expected at CMCH
after appointment of 378 nurses

Nursing shortage at Chittagong
Medical College Hospital (CMCH ) has
been minimised after the Ministry of
Health and Family Welfare appointed
378 nurses to the hospital.

Earlier, a total of 474 nurses used to
work at the hospital although it had
637 posts. Other posts remained
vacant due to transfer and deputation
of nursing professionals to other
health facilities, said CMCH officials.

Moreover, the nurses had to work in
three shifts, which means each shift got
only 158 nurses while the 1,313-bed
hospital has to handle over 2,500
patients every day.

Therefore, the government created

389 new posts at CMCH and finally
appointed 378 nurses on December 15
last year, said CMCH officials. Now,
the total number of nurses is 852 and
each shift can get 284 of them.

The Daily Star on September 20
published a story highlighting the
manpower shortage at the hospi-
tal.

“As per international standard, one
nurse is required for every four
patients. The previous ratio of patients
and nurses at CMCH was 15:1. It will
be possible now to provide a nurse for
every eight patients, " said Ratan
Kumar Nath, general secretary of
Chittagong divisional unit of Diploma
Nurses' Association.

Dr Mrinal Kanti Das, head of Burn

and Plastic Surgery unit of CMCH, said
the unit, which has to deal with over 50
patients a day, got four more nurses
after the new appointment, raising the
total numberto 14,

CMCH Director Brig Gen: Jalal
Lddin said they need around 1,500
nurses at present as nurses are required
also in operating theatres, outdoor
services, One Stop Crisis Centre,
Family Planning Centre, and Aids
Prevention Centre of the hospital.
Therefore, they have taken the initia-
tive to change the organogram of
CMCH for adequate regruitment,

Officials, doctors, nurses and
patients at CMCH are expecting that
the standard of services will now
significantly improve.
