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CLIMATE CHANGE FALLOUT IN BANGLADESH

9.6m people to

migrate by 2050

Increased natural disasters and loss of livelihoods due to climatic factors are
forcing people to migrate internally, according to a study of the
International Organisation for Migration (I0OM).

Costal districts are very vulnerable to cyclones, storm surges, tidal floods,
salinity intrusion and sea level rise, while drought, flash floods and riverine
floods have made public life very difficult in the north and northeast region

of Bangladesh, it says.

The IOM yesterday shared the information at a Regional Dissemination
Meeting of “Assessing the Climate Change, Environmental Degradation
and Migration Nexus in South Asia” jointly organised by the Ministry of
Environment and Forests in the capital's Bangabandhu International

Conference Centre.

The IOM conducted the study in Bangladesh, the Maldives and Nepal. In
Bangladesh, the research was carried out among 320 households in four
upazilas of Khulna, Patuakhali, Rajshahi and Sunamganj.

Around 9.6 million people in Bangladesh, excluding temporary and
seasonal migrants, will migrate internally due to climatic factors between
2011 and 2050, says the [OM in its study referring to a report of the Internal
Displacement Monitoring Centre (IDMC) done in 2015,

College teacher
killed in Khulna

Unidentified criminals
killed a college teacher
inside his home in Khulna
city on Saturday night.

The victim, Chittaranjan
Bain, 45, was a lecturer at
English department of
Shaheed Abul Kashem
Degree College in Khulna.

On information, police
recovered the body from his
home at Amtala in Sher-e-
Bangla Road area yesterday,
said Tapas Pal, a sub-
inspector of Khulna Kotwali
Police Station.

"The hands and legs of
the victim were tied with
clothes, and there were
several injury marks in his
legs and head,” the SI said.

Fugitive war crimes accused Wazuddin of
Mymensingh's Phulbaria died of “old age
complications” on May 7 last year and the
district police boss was informed about it in
August to dispatch the news to the
International Crimes Tribunal.

The officer-in-charge of Phulbaria police
sent another letter to his district chief on
December 24 last year to remind him of the
matter, but the SP did not inform the tribu-
nal until January 12 when a media report
brought the matter to the fore.

access to
some areas

LIN special rapporteur on
human rights Yanghee Lee
has been denied access to
some areas in Myanmar's
northern Rakhine State,
with the government citing
"security concerns” for its
decision.

Al Jazeera also learned
yesterday that Lee was only
allowed to speak to indi-
viduals who were pre-
approved by the govern-
ment while she visited
Muslim Rohingya villages
in the area.

“These are things that
will certainly hamper her
investigation,” Al Jazeera's
Florence Looi, reporting
from Sittwe, said. "Lack of
access will make her job
more difficult.”

As part of her 12-day
visit to Myanmar, Lee is
spending three days in
Rakhine - home to around
1.2 million stateless
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Trump warned at Paris meet

France says Trump will face serious consequence if he moves
to recognise Jerusalem as Israeli capital; 70 countries discuss
reviving peace efforts; Israeli PM dismisses talks as 'futile’

France yesterday warned of "serious
consequences” 1f Donald Trump
moves to recognise Jerusalem as
Israel's capital as representatives from
70 countries met in Paris to try to revive
stalled Israeli-Palestinian peace efforts.

Neither Israel nor the Palestinians
are represented at the conference,

which Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu dismissed as "futile”.

Opening the meeting, French
Foreign Minister Jean-Marc Ayrault said
the international community wanted to
"forcefully reiterate that the two-state
solution is the only solution possible”
to the seven-decade-old conflict.

He also warned the US president-
elect against relocating the American

embassy from Tel Aviv to Jerusalem, in
a move to recognise the contested city
as Israel's capital.

Ayrault said such a move, which
Trump promised during campaigning,
would have "extremely serious conse-
quences” and predicted the incoming
US leader would find it impossible to
implement.
