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Nur Ullah pulls rickshaw though he lost his one leg and

Md Nur Ullah appears quite
distinct from other rickshaw-
pullers as he does the arduous task
with only one hand and leg.

Nur, 28, son of a day labourer at
Purbodagi village in Melandah
upazila of Jamalpur, has contin-
ued the job in the same manner in
Dhaka for the last 15 years, having
lost his left hand and right legin a
Jamalpur train accident in 2000.

"After treatment at
Mymensingh Medical College
Hospital for nearly two months, I
returned home," said Nur, who
had read up to Class V.

"I'had to wait for a year to regain
my strength. Then Iman Ali of my
village, who used to beg in Dhaka
to support his family, took me
there. I also got engaged in begging
there," Nurrecalled.

"After two months, Iman died
and I returned home. But poverty
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Nur carries passengers on rickshaw in Jamalpur's Melandah upazila.

forced me to go to Dhaka again and I
remained dependent on the mercy
of others fora few months, Nur said.
"Suddenly I met my village
friend Hafiz Ullah who used to pull
rickshaw in Dhaka's Tejgoan area.
"One day Hafiz asked me to
take his rickshaw to the garage and

I agreed as 1 knew how to ride
bicycle.

"Carrying several passengers, I
earned Tk 70 while going to the
garage. And I got inspired to
change my life," he said.

With the help of Hafiz, later Nur
managed a rickshaw from the same

garage and started his life anew,
earning with dignity although it
requires much labour, especially for
achallenged person like Nur.

Now he pulls rickshaw in
Dhaka and with the average daily
earning of around Tk 400, he is
running his three-member family.

"For the last five years, rickshaw
pulling has become easy for me as
battery-run rickshaw is available
now," said Nur, adding that he also
pulls rickshaw at Melandah when
he comes home from Dhaka.

However, Nur is worried about
his six-year-old physically
challenged girl Nadia Akhter.

“Due to financial crisis, I cannot
arrange proper treatment for my
daughter.

Who will take her responsibility
when [ grow old?” lamented Nur.

He wants a job from the govern-
ment under 'quota meant for
people with disability’ as his
present occupation will not be fit
for him after a few years.
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Clvet recovered

Officials recovered a civet, locally
called gandha gokul, from
Khayertala village under Kaliganj
upazila of the district on Saturday:.
"The animal often cut water
pipes set up by poultry hatchery
owners at Khayertala. While
repairing a pipe around 6:00pm
on Saturday, I caught it and put it

in a cage," said Liton Hossain of
the village.
On information, Kaliganj

upazila nirbahi officer sent police
and forest department officials
who recovered it.

After treatment at Kotchandpur
Veterinary Hospital, it will be
handed over to Khulna forest
department, said Ashraful Alam
Khan, a forest official in Kaliganj.

Civet generally grows 53-55
centimetres long and its tail is 48-
50 centimetres.

The animal is now facing extinc-
tion, the forest official said.

A court here yesterday granted bail to 23
Santals and nine Bangalees, accused in a
police case in connection with the eviction
drive at Sahebganj cane farm, after they
surrendered before the court.

S M Taskinul Hugq, Senior Judicial
Magistrate of Gobindaganj Judicial
Magistrate's Court, granted bail to them
after their lawyers moved the petitions.

Sub-Inspector Kalyan Chandra of
Gobindaganj Police Station filed cases
on November 6 in 2016 against 42 peo-
ple by name and 400 unknown others,
accusing them of attacking police and
preventing them from carrying out their
duties during the eviction drive against
Santal families.

The High Court granted anticipatory bail
to Santal people on November 27 in 2016
for eight weeks and asked them to surrender
before the lower court. Accordingly, after
ending of bail period, they surrendered
before the court of the senior judicial
magistrate, which granted them bail.

Tangail-4 By-Election

People less interested

Three candidates are contesting in the by-
election to the Tangail-4 (Kalihati) constitu-
ency, which is scheduled to be held on
January 31.

Voters, however, are not showing interest
in the election, saying that one candidate is
much stronger than the two others.

Awami League candidate Hasan Imam
Khan is contesting with boat symbol while
Ataur Rahman Khan of Bangladesh
Nationalist Front (BNF) and Imrul Kayes of
National People's Party (NPP) are contest-
ing with television and mango symbols
respectively.

AL and NPP candidates were found
holding the last day's campaign yesterday in
Kalihati municipal and Elenga areas respec-
tively, while the BNF candidate was in
Dhaka.

Several voters in the constituency said
there will be no contest as the BNF and NPP
candidates cannot compete against the AL
candidate.

“We know the AL candidate will win in
the election without getting our votes,” they
said.

“Actually, we lost interest over the
by-election after cancellation of the
nomination paper of Krishak Shramik

Janata League candidate Abdul Kader
Siddique for loan defaulting,” they
added.

The constituency fell vacant following
the resignation of sacked minister Abdul
Latif Siddique in 2015. He was earlier
expelled from the ruling Awami League and
the cabinet for “anti-religious remarks” he
allegedly made in the US in September
2014,

The Election Commission (EC) on
January 24 decided to proceed with the by-
polls as all legal complexities have been
cleared by the court.

Tangail-4 constituency was declared
vacant by the Parliament Secretariat
from September 1 and Latif Siddique
tendered his resignation letter to the
speaker of the Parliament. On
September 15, 2015, the EC announced
the schedule to hold the by-polls on
October 28 that year.

The by-election was suspended due to
legal complexity over the validity of the
candidacy of Krishak Shramik Janata
League President Abdul Kader Siddique.
However, all legal complexities were
cleared as the Supreme Court on January
18 this year upheld the cancellation of his
nomination.

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One teacher for 250 kids

Only one teacher has been teaching 250
students at Sohrab Ali Government Primary
School in Bhuapur upazila for the last one
month.

As a result, the students of the school are
being depriving of proper learning at the
very beginning of the new academic year.

The school was established at Rehai
Gabsara village, a char on the Jamuna river
12 kilometres west of the upazila headquar-
ters, in 2014 under the “Establishment of
1,500 new primary schools in villages
without school” project.

Directorate of Primary Education imple-
mented the project through Local
Government and Engineering Department
to establish child-friendly learning centres
in the char/haor/baor/hill and other remote
areas.

Academic activities started at the
school on January, 2015 with 172 stu-
dents. Two assistant teachers from other
schools were brought on deputation.
However, there is only one teacher now as
the other left in the first week of January
for training.

The lone teacher Sanjoy Karmokar told
this correspondent that the students have
been deprived of proper learning since
establishment of the school due to lack of

sufficient number of teachers.

“It is not possible for one or two teachers
to take all classes in two shifts, besides doing
other work of the institution,” Sanjoy said.
“The teacher shortage for long may cause
dropout of students from remote char
areas,  headded.

Guardians of several students said their
children are losing interest in going to
school as classes are not held regularly. They
urged the authorities concerned to appoint
enough teachers for the sake of proper
education of the students.

Govindasi Union Parishad Secretary
Sohrab Hossain, founder-president of the
school, donated 33 decimals of land for
establishing the school.

Sohrab said he has requested officials of
the upazila education office to appoint
teachers for the school, but the officials told
him that teachers do not want to go to the
remote char.

Upazila Primary Education Officer in
Bhuapur Shahnaz Parvin said she has
written to the district primary education
office to send one more teacher for the
school on deputation.

“Three such schools remain in the
upazila and the government will appoint
five teachers for each of the schools simulta-
neously after creating new teachers' posts,”
sheadded.
