HRW asks for
int'l probe
into sexual
violence

Myanmar government
forces committed rape and
other sexual violence
against Rohingya women
and girls during security
operations in northern
Rakhine State in late 2016,
Human Rights Watch said
yesterday.

The international rights
watchdog said the
Myanmar government
should urgently endorse an
independent, international
investigation into alleged
abuses in Rakhine State,
including into possible
systematic rape against
Rohingya women and girls.

Myanmar army and
Border Guard Police person-
nel took part in rape, gang
rape, invasive body searches,
and sexual assaults in at
least nine villages in
Maungdaw district between
October 9 and mid-
December last year, it said.
