Dhaka district administration, Dhaka
South City Corporation and Dhaka Water
Supply and Sewerage Authority yesterday
jointly conducted an eviction drive and
removed illegal structures built over the
Jirani canal in Nandipara.

Around 250 establishments, including
Nandipara Jelaparishad Market which had
some 52 shops, were demolished in the
drive inaugurated by DSCC Mayor
Mohammad Sayeed Khokon, said
Executive Magistrate Khan Mohammad
Nazmus Soyeb.

“The drive started near Nandipara
bridge and continued till Trimohoni area,”
said Soyeb, who led it.

The mayor said they launched the drive
yesterday to make Dhaka clean and green
following instructions from the prime
minister,

He threatened that such drives would
not spare anyone who were illegally occu-
pying the canals in Dhaka.

Trump slams
judge

Says judiciary could be
placing Americans in 'peril'
by blocking travel ban

President Donald Trump on Sunday
ramped up his criticism of a federal judge
who blocked a travel ban on seven mainly
Muslim nations and said courts were mak-
ing US border security harder, intensifying
the first major legal battle of his presidency.

In a series of tweets that broadened his
attack on the country's judiciary, Trump said
Americans should blame US District Judge
James Robart and the court system if any-
thing happened.

Trump did not elaborate on what threats
the country potentially faced. He added that
he had told the Department of Homeland
Security to "check people coming into our
country VERY CAREFULLY. The courts are
making the job very difficult!"

The Republican president labeled Robart
a "so-called judge” on Saturday, a day after
the Seattle jurist issued a temporary restrain-
ing order that prevented enforcement of a
90-day ban on citizens from Iran, Iraq,
Libya, Somalia, Sudan, Syria and Yemen
