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TRUMP'S IMMIGRATION
BAN LIFTED

Travelers from the seven Muslim majority countries can
now travel to the US, as a federal judge in Seattle
suspended President Donald Trump's travel ban. After
promulgation of the ban, US visa authorities cancelled
up to 60,000 visas from Syria, Iraq, Iran, Sudan,
Somalia, Libya and Yemen. With this executive order,
Trump also ordered not to allow any refugee to enter
the US, at least for 120 days and barred Syrian refugees

indefinitely. However, after getting rejected by the
federal court, Trump decided to appeal to the higher
court to reconsider the verdict.
