Deceased Anisur Rahman,
40, was the son of Komor
Uddin of Ahmedabad of
Sunamganj sadar upazila.

Injured Abdul Gafur, 35,
son of Waris Miah of
Irsharchar of Sunamganj
sadar, and Mizanur
Rahman, 28, son of Samsu
Miah of Lohachara
Anwarpur village of
Tahirpur upazila, are under-
going treatment at Chhatak
Upazila Health Complex.

Police arrested one
Abdul Kadir, 35, of
Bholaganj area alleging he
had employed the three.

A similar incident on the
hillock on January 23 left
at least two workers dead
and several others injured.

Companiganj Police
Station's officer-in-charge,
Baes Alam, was closed to
Sylhet Police Lines yesterday
evening following recom-
mendation of a probe body
formed over the January 23
incident, said Additional
Superintendent of Police
(media) Sugyan Chakma.

No case has been filed.
Cutting of hills and stone
extraction is prohibited in
the area.

A local government
representative, seeking
anonymity, alleged that the
illegal practice was taking
place after dark to avoid
detection.

Road crashes take 22 lives
in five districts

Thirteen die in Faridpur alone

Road crashes continued in different
districts killing nine people and injur-
ing six others yesterday and on Friday,
thanks to reckless driving.

On Friday night, 13 people were
killed and 10 others injured in a head-
on collision between a bus and a cov-
ered-van on Dhaka-Khulna highway in
Faridpur's Nagarkanda.

Of the deceased, six were Golam
Rosul, 55, of Gopalganj; Asadur, 45,
driver of the van; Hamayet Hossan, 40,
helper of the bus driver; Mohammad
Jewel, 20, Alamgir Hossain, 40, and
Shajahan Mollah, 35.

Jewel, Alamgir, and Shajahan were
passengers of the bus and residents of
Narail. Golam Rosul was a doctor of
Ibn Sina Hospital in Dhaka.

The bodies of the rest seven, whose
identities could not be ascertained imme-
diately, will be buried today in Faridpur,

said districtadministration officials.

In Magura, four people were killed
and six others injured after a Benapole-
bound microbus fell into a ditch
beside Magura-Jessore highway in
Sheikhpara area yesterday morning,

Quoting an injured, police said the
microbus fell into the ditch after being
hit by a truck, reports a correspondent.

Of the deceased, Maziron Begum,
50, Chhoto Bibi, 70, and Khadiza are
relatives and residents of Chenapota
village in Rajbari. Another deceased
was Karam Ali, 55, a businessman at
Daulatdia ferry terminal.

The injured were receiving treatment
at Faridpur Medical College Hospital.

In Natore, two people were killed
after a pickup carrying them hit a truck
from behind on Bonpara-Hatiqumrul
highway in Airmari bridge area of
Baraigram upazila yesterday morning,

The deceased were Fulchand Ali, 28,

of Chartetulia village in Tangail; and
Shaheed Hossain, 25, of Haroa village
in Mymensingh.

In Rajshahi, Abdur Razzak, 59, an
official of Bangladesh Rural
Electrification Board was killed after he
was hit by a truck during his morning
walk in Puthia yesterday.

In Satkhira, a school student was
killed on the spot as a three-wheeler hit
his bicycle in Bashtola area of Kaliganj
upazila yesterday.

The deceased, Abdul Gaffar, a class
VI student, was going to his school.

In Jessore, a college student was
killed when as his motorcycle ran into
a roadside tree after he lost control on
his vehicle in Nurpur of Sadar upazila
yesterday.

The deceased, Syeed Hossain, 22, of
Nurpur village, was a third year hon-
ours student of Jessore New Town
Degree College.

“Because of the scandal, 1 backtracked on my decision to
contest the 2014 national elections, " he said.

When asked whether he would sue the World Bank,
Mashiur said: "I can't make the decision alone. The prime
minister will have to make the decision.”

He, however, said Bangladesh is also a shareholder of the
World Bank (WB), and any issue could be raised in its board.

The economic affairs adviser said the government had earlier
sought evidence that could justify the allegation, but the proof
that the WB had provided could not convince the govern-
ment of Bangladesh about the merit of the allegation.

He said the government did not want to get involved in
any major tussle with the WB, as the country wants to main-
tain good relations with the multilateral lender,

After the verdict, the WB would be more cautious while
carrying out inspection and making accusations against
anyone, Mashiur hoped.

“If the bank can't get out of this type of attitude, it would not
be able to conduct its main mission of eradicating poverty.”

Md Mosharraf Hossain Bhuiyan, the then secretary to the
bridges division, was suspended and landed in jail for his
alleged involvement in the Padma bridge corruption.
