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Chest disease
clinic without
consultant

Kurigram Chest Disease Clinic is running without a consul-
tant for chest diseases, much to the suffering of tuberculosis
(TB) patients.

There are two posts of physicians -- one medical officer
and one junior consultant for chest diseases -- in the clinic,
but the main post of junior consultant has been lying vacant
for around six months, a staff member of the clinic said.

The medical laboratory scientists perform the medical
tests as there is no radiologist for two years and pharmacist
for one year, the source added.

Some patients from Lalmonirhat come for treatment at
the clinic as GenXpert machine to perform Genexpert test
for confirmation of TB is not available there, said laboratory
attendant Ashok Kumar,

About 25 patients used to come here every day for treat-
ment when a junior consultant provided services to them,
he said, adding that now around five patients come,

Shuchitra Rani, 35, wife of Profulla Barman of Gayari
village in Kurigram Sadar upazila said "I have been suffering
from chest problem for long.” She said she has been taking
treatment for two weeks in the clinic but the doctor has not
told her what disease she has.

TB patient Gendee Bewa, 60, wife of Pani Mia of
Bhitarkuthi village in Nageswari upazila said, “I have been
taking treatment in the clinic for six months without any
improvement. | come here to take medicines when they are
finished. | have heard there is no doctor for chest disease in
the clinic.”

Kurigram Civil Surgeon Dr Aminul Islam said, "The post
of junior consultant in the clinic has remained vacant for
several months. [ give treatment to some referred patients
from the clinic as [ have training on chest disease. The post
should be filled up for better treatment.”

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Mayor Miru, brother
on fresh remand

A Sirajgan] court yesterday granted two days' remand for
Shahzadpur Municipality Mayor Halimul Haque Miru and his
brother Habibul Haque Mintu in journalist Shimul murder case.

Senior Judicial Magistrate Md Nazrul Islam gave the
order when the police produced them before his court seek-
ing seven-day remand.

Investigation Officer of the case Md Monirul Islam told
this reporter that they need to grill the accused further to
know more information about the killing of Shimul and
illegal firearms.

Monirul said police were confirmed during investigation
that illegal firearms were used during the clash, in addition
to licensed ones,

Both the key accused were taken on fresh remand to
recover the illegal arms and would be interrogated whether
the killing was targeted or not, the IO added.

Earlier, Shahzadpur court granted five days' remand for
Mayor Halimul Haque Miru, his brother Habibul Haque Mintu
and six others on February 13 and February 15 in this regard.

Abdul Hakim Shimul, Shahzadpur upazila correspon-
dent of Bangla daily The Samakal, was shot when Miru and
his men opened fire during a factional clash of the ruling
Awami League (AL) on February 2.

Shimul succumbed to his injuries on February 3 while
being taken to Dhaka from Shaheed Ziaur Rahman Medical
College Hospital in Bogra.

Fishing preferred to
schooling for children

Most kids of Lalmonirhat fishermen's families

deprived of education

Most of the fishermen in the district prefer
sending their children for fishing to school-
ing and so, a large number of children from
fishermen's families do not see the light of
education.

Fisherman Mohor Ali, 35, of Dharla
rriver basin village Falimari in Sadar
upazila said he and his two brothers were
trained to catch fish instead of going to
school, so they are teaching their children
to catch fish. “We know that education
does not help us to earn our livelihood,
so we don't send our children to school,”
he added.

Mohor's father Nabiar Hossain, 68, said
he did not send his three sons to school due
to poverty and also because there was no
school in the village at that time.

Mohor's son Suzon Islam, 11, said he
goes with his father for catching fish
with net, but he does not like the hard
work. “I tell my parents that [ want to go
to school but they do not listen to me,”

men's families in the district and children
from only four to five percent of the fami-
lies go to school. “I didn't educate my
children and similarly they are not educat-
ing their children,” he said, adding that
studying in school is not their job, but
catching fish is their main job for earning
livelihood.

Dhiren Chandra Das, 42, said he is
sending his two sons and a daughter to
the local school and he wants them to
get higher education. "I was deprived of
education due to unawareness of my
parents,” he said, adding that he tells his
neighbours to send their children to
school.

College student Swapon Chandra Das,
18, son of fisherman Madhob Chandra
Das of Teesta Daspara village said most
fishermen believe that if they educate
their children they will dislike their
ancestral job, so they do not send their
children to school. “Besides studying, I
want to help my father catch fish every
day,” he added.

A freedom fighter was beaten to death in Satkhira Sadar
upazila on Monday night.
The victim was Abul Kalam Azad, 70, a resident of Ghona

village in the upazila.

Police arrested four people for their alleged involvement

in the killing,

Azad’s son Tuhin Alam said a group of people beat his father
following a money related feud around 7:15pm on Monday.

The victim was rushed to Satkhira Sadar Hospital where
he succumbed to his injuries around 2:00am, said Iqubal
Mahmud, a physician of the hospital.

"Our neighbour Ekramul Islam bought some materials
from the construction material shop of my elder brother
Akhtarul Islam with Tk 4000 on credit three months ago,”

Tunim Alam said.

"On Monday, my father went to Ekramul's house for the
money but instead of refunding the amount, they locked in
an altercation. At one stage, Ekramul attacked my father and
punched him on the chest," he said.

Akhtarul lodged a case in this connection against seven
people and police arrested Mominur Rahman, Abdul Wadud,
Md Jony Hossain and Munna Hossain, said Firoz Hossain
Mollah, officer in charge of Satkhira Sadar Police Station.

Arrestee Mominul Rahman, also a brother of Ekramul, admit-
ted that his brother bought materials with Tk 4000 on credit from
Akhtarul and an altercation took place between them.

Mominul, however, claimed that they did not know
about the 'sickness and death' of Akhtarul's father Azad.
