Indian citizen

A Chittagong court yesterday directed the Chittagong
Medical College Hospital authorities to provide psychiatric
treatment to an Indian citizen who had been in jail for
about three years and a half after “losing his passport” while
visiting Bangladesh.

Chittagong Judicial Magistrate Hossain Tareq Reza
passed the order after his lawyer lodged a petition, seeking
treatment of Jalal.

The 45-year-old man from Shiliguri lost his bag bearing
his passport and other necessary documents in
“handraghona Paper Mill area of Kaptai while he was on a
visiton October 27, 2013.

Police shown him arrested in a case for trespassing in the
country after locals conveyed the matter to police. Later, he
was put in prison. After knowing the matter, several lawyers
led by TR Khan petitioned the court, seeking bail of Jalal. He
was granted bail on February 27 in custody of the lawyes

To send him back to his country, the lawyer already
talked to the Indian Assistant High
Chittagongand deputy i DC

The lawyer, TR Khan, said in the last three years, no one
te for Jalal. His mental health condition has deterio-
rated as he stayed in jail fora long time, he added.

As per law, if a foreign national intrudes into a country,
police must inform it to the embassy and the DC. Later, the
person can be pushed backed. But for Jalal, no rules were
followed, said the lawyer.

Five mayoral and 187 councillor aspirants have filed
nomination papers to contest in the March 30 Comilla City
Corporation election.

Returning officer Rakib Uddin Mandal unveiled the
information a few hours after the deadline of filing applica-
tions for candidacy expired at 5:00pm yesterday.

Mayoral candidates can take political party's symbol or
run independently, but councillor aspirants have to contest
independently.

Of the mayoral candidates, Anjum Sultana Shima takes
the ruling Awami League's banner, while Monirul Haque
Sakku will vie as the BNP candidate.

Shima was a former councillor for reserved wards no. 7,
8 and a panel mayor of Comilla City Corporation, while
Sakku was the immediate past mayor and incumbent joint
secretary of BNP's Comilla south district unit.

Talking to journalists separately, both of them
demanded a congenial atmosphere for a free and fair
election.

The rest of the mayor aspirants are Shirin Akhter of Jatiya
Samajtantrik Dal (JSD-Rab), Shafiqur Rahman of
Progressive Democratic Party, and independent candidate
Mamunur Rashid.

The nomination papers will be scrutinised on March 5-6,
while the last date of withdrawal of candidacy is March 14.

This will be the first city corporation election under the
newly formed EC led by KM Nurul Huda
