The construction of a Tk
2,558 crore water treat-
ment plant, which will
ensure safe drinking
water for the 1.6 million
residents of Khulna city, is
expected to be ready
within mid-2018, offi-
cials say.

Aiming to tackle the
severe water shortage in the
city, the government under-
took the project through
Khulna Water Supply and

Sewerage Authority (Wasa) The overhead water reservoir

in July 2011. under the proiect
lInder the “Khulna RN

Water Supply Project”, which is funded by
Japan International Cooperation Agency (Jica)
and Asian Development Bank, a treatment
plant and a large reservoir are being built.

The plant is capable of treating 11 crore
litres of water daily, while the reservoir can
hold 7.75 lakh cubic metres.

Deputy Managing Director of Khulna
Wasa Kamaluddin Ahmed said around 80
percent work of the project has already been
completed, and the rest will be finished by
June 2018. Once the treatment starts opera-
tion, the city dwellers will have enough
supply of water for drinking and domestic
use, he said.

Khulna is chronically plagued by short-
ages of water due to groundwater depletion
and salinity.

A 650km network of pipelines is being
installed to draw water from the
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Khulna water crisis
will be over in a yr

Madhumati river near
Mollahat Bridge in
Bagerhat to the main
reservoir in Samontosena
village under Rupsha
upazila of Khulna. The
water will be brought to
the treatment plant
located near the main
reservoir for purification.

From the treatment
plant, water will be trans-

. ferred to the large reser-

voir and thence to 10 large
overhead tanks and seven
small tanks in the city
through a 5km network
of pipelines.

Salim Ahmed, manager

of the project, said Khulna Wasa now pro-
vides 11 crore litres of water to the city dwell-
ers daily, whereas the demand is 24 crore
litres, more than double the current supply.

To meet the demand, the Khulna City
Corporation has handed over its 10,000
production tube wells to Wasa, through
which 24 lakh litres of water is being added
to the current supply.

The Khulna Wasa DMD said though the
plant will increase the daily production to
22.24 crore litres, still short of the demand
of 24 crore litres, it will be enough for the
city residents.

Dilip Kumar Dutta, professor of environ-
mental science at Khulna University, said,
“Now is the appropriate time to use surface
water because we are destroying our under-
ground sources. In this respect, the project
of Khulna Wasa is appreciable.”

Build car park to

end traffic jam
Suggest Old Dhaka traders

Business leaders of the capital's Moulvibazar wholesale
market have suggested that a multi-storey car parking facil-
ity on the old central jail premises and underground walk-
ways should be built to solve acute traffic congestion in and
around the market.

They made the remarks at a public consultation on
Detailed Area Plan (DAP) of Dhaka city organised by
Rajdhani Unnayan Kartripkkha (Rajuk) at the office of
Moulvibazar Traders Association in Old Dhaka yesterday.

They also demanded that the provisions for road widen-
ing, drainage services and open public spaces be incorpo-
rated in the upcoming DAP,

Md Enayetullah, president of Moulvibazar Traders
Association, said, “It is a densely-built urban neighbour-
hood that requires special planning and strategies.”

The old town of the capital was founded long before the
city's master plan was made or the relevant law was formu-
lated; therefore, it has to be considered a unique entity
while implementing any development project, he said.

As per the law; it is mandatory for every building to ensure a
car parking facility; but the roads in the old neighbourhood are
so narrow that motor vehicles cannot move comfortably, he
said.

“And this is why, we are badly in need of a multi-storey
car park nearby,” Enayetullah said, adding, “Many whole-
sale customers have stopped coming to Moulvibazar due to
a lack of parking facility."

Former vice-president of the traders association, Md
Bashir Uddin, said all buildings in the market should be
considered "commercial” instead of "partly residential”.

DAP project director Md Ashraful Islam said after neces-
sary assessment, they would propose incorporating the
demands of the traders in the upcoming DAP.

They are continuing discussions with different stake-
holders to find out solutions to local problems, he said.

Md Golam Mowla and Md Abul Hashem, respectively
general secretary and organising secretary of the traders’
body, spoke, among others.

Two ex-GB
officials jailed

for embezzling
Tk 1.25 lakh

3.70 lakh, misappropriating
the rest Tk 1.25 lakh, it said.

Later on October 3, 2012,

Commission (ACC) filed
the case against the officials.
