PM misusing

Alleges BNP Vice
Chairman Mahbub

A BNP senior leader yester-
day alleged that Prime
Minister Sheikh Hasina is
using state facilities "un-
ethically” to carry out
electioneering in favour of
her party.

“Quit from the prime
minister post and work for
your party as Awami
League president. You've
taken an oath as the prime
minister to maintain equal-
ity and neutrality. Carrying
out any campaign in favour
of your party is tantamount
to breaching your oath,”
said BNP Vice Chairman
Mahbub Hossain.

He was speaking at a
discussion, organised by
Bangladesh Youth Forum,
a pro-BNP platform, at
the capital's Jatiya Press
Club.

"Though you (Hasina)
talk about constitution and
law, you're conducting
election campaign as
Awami League president,
spending the state's money.
What kind of morality and
honesty it is?” he ques-
tioned,

Prime Minister Sheikh
Hasina recently joined a
rally in Bogra organised
by local Awami League
where she urged people
to vote for boat -- AL's
electoral symbol, in the
next polls.

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“I was sold to a Syrian man who tortured and raped me
every day, sometimes along with his friends,” she said.

“I begged for mercy, but they didn't show any... their
beating was so severe that my arms got broken.”

She and several other women were duped by human traf-
fickers in 2015 with the offer of making handsome amount of
money by working as maid or domestic help in Lebanon.

The traffickers, however, sent these women to Syria, where
a civil war has been raging on for six years, said Rab officials.

Syria is a preferred destination for the human traffickers
as it would be very difficult for their victims to escape from
the war-ravaged country, they added.

As the victim from Patuakhali developed kidney disease
after she was tortured for three months in confinement in
Syria, the traffickers contacted her mother in Bangladesh,
demanding money for her safe return home,

The Rab mounted pressure on her local agent in
Fakirapul of Dhaka after her mother contacted the Rab and
they succeeded in bringing the victim home at the end of
2015, the Rab officials added.

Addressing the programme, Home Minister
Asaduzzaman Khan Kamal warned of severe actions against
the individuals and recruiting agencies that are involved in
illegal human trafficking. “We don't want to hear about any
such stories of brutality,” he said. Rab Director General Benazir
Ahmed said the individuals who dupe others with false promise
ofemployment overseas need to be sentenced to death.

Begum Shamsun Nahar, secretary of expatriates' welfare
and overseas employment ministry, said they were working
on developing a legal framework under which overseas
brokers would be made accountable for their wrongdoings.

Expatriates’ Welfare Minister Nurul Islam spoke as the
chief guest at the programme.

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militancy and war criminals, he said and her
party was "an all-out communal criminal
party". “So there is no scope of compromise
with them,” he said.

He said, "We see militants and terrorists
as the number 1 enemy of the country.
That's why are in the grand alliance... The
militants would not be so deadly if Khaleda
Zia was not their chief patron.”

Inu said, “If you want to have a country
free from militants, you have to pursue a
zero tolerance policy. At the same time, the
same policy has to be followed in dealing
with the cases of killing and corruption filed
against Khaleda Zia.”

The minister said corruption was taking
place in various tiers of the government.
“Development is happening wonderfully.
It is touchable and visible...But the poor

have to enjoy its benefits."

"Though it was proved that there was no
corruption in the Padma Bridge project, cor-
ruption, politicisation, and power abuse were
happening invarious tiers. It cannot be.”

Inu said the spectres of the Pakistani
Jamaat-Hefajat were haunting the textbooks
sector, and his party would take a strong
stance against communalisation of text-
books.

He also said JSD was against the Child
Marriage Restraint Act, which allows under-
age marriages in "special circumstances”.

Inu urged the government to review the
hike of the gas price.

JSD leader Shirin Akter, Rabiul Alam,
Meer Hossain Akter, DR Anwar Hossain,
Iqubal Hossain Khan, Rezaul Karim Tansen,
and Afroza Haque Rina, among others,
addressed the rally.
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
