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Form commission to
protect children

Roundtable told

Child rights activists yesterday demanded that
the government form a separate commission to
ensure protection and welfare of children.

They also said the government should
launch a national survey to determine the
current number of children working as
domestic helps.

There is no government data on the domestic
helps, but the figure will be around 20 to 22
lakh, according to different NGOs; of them,
around 13 lakh children remain engaged to
vulnerable jobs, said the rights activists.

They were speaking at a roundtable styled
“Situation of child domestic workers: role of
achieving SDGs", jointly organised by
Bangladesh Shishu Adhikar Forum (BSAF),
Shapla Neer, and Centre for Services and
Information on Disability (CSID) at The
Daily Star Centre in the capital.

BSAF Chairperson Md Emranul Hug
Chowdhury said the government has set a
target of abolishing all types of child labour
by 2021 but there is no significant progress in
this regard.

Child rights activist MA Rashid
highlighted the scenario of violence against
the child domestic workers in 2014, 2015 and
2016 at a presentation.

Referring to the BSAF statistics, he said the
number of mysterious deaths or suicides of the
domestic helps had increased last year.

In the country, around 78 percent domes-
tic child workers are girls below 14, and
about 80 percent of them work around 14-18

yesterday.
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Participants at a roundtable on children at
The Daily Star Centre in the capital
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hours per day, Rashid said.

Speaking as the chief guest, lawmaker Israfil
Alam said the child labour is a global problem
and the children's rights are being violated.

Mentioning that the domestic child
labour is obviously a perilous job, he said
there is no scope of ignoring the fact.

The government can consider forming a
separate ministry for children, he added.

The government rescued 1.5 lakh child
labourers across the country under three
projects in the last five years, said Shahjahan
Miah, joint secretary of labour and employ-
ment ministry.

Nobutada Sugahara, country director of
Shapla Neer; Khandaker Jahurul Alam,
executive director of CSID; Mahmudul Kabir,
country director of Terre des Hommes
Netherlands Bangladesh; Syeda Munira
Sultana, ILO national project coordinator;

BCL men force fresher to do squats

Khokon's seniors from the MC] depart-

ment came to his rescue when he
called up his classmate GM Hirok,
standing at the hall entrance around
1:00am.

The accused are followers of the hall
unit general secretary Asif Talukder,
said BCL activists.

Asif said, “It was nothing but a
misunderstanding. Our junior leaders
cannot evict someone from the hall.
Only I can take these steps.”

Last month, some BCL leaders and
followers of Jasim Uddin Hall unit BCL
general secretary Shahed Khan kicked
another fresher, Rifat Islam, of the
same department, in the belly and
punched him in the face because he
was "irregular” in the political

programmes.
Meanwhile, around 300 students
and teachers of DU yesterday held a
human chain, demanding exemplary
punishment for the BCL activists who
beat up a DU correspondent of news
agency UNB, also a student of MC].
Under the banner of 'Students of
Mass Communication and Journalism
(MCJ)" at Aparajeya Bangla, they
demanded that the DU authorities
expel the BCL leaders. The protesters
also brought out a procession.
Covering their faces with cloth, 12-
15 BCL men beat up UNB journalist
Imran Hossain with cricket stumps at
Bijoy Ekattur Hall. He is hospitalised
with bruises all over the body.
Resident students said the hall unit

BCL president Fakir Rasel Ahmed and

general secretary HM Nayan Howladar
asked the BCL leaders to attack the
journalist out of grudges because he
did not let any BCL follower into his
allotted room illegally.

Teachers of the MC] department
including Prof Naadir Junaid, Prof
Abul Mansur Ahmed, and lecturer
Asaduzzaman Kajol took part in the
human chain and demanded immedi-
ate steps over the attack on Imran, a
fourth year student of the department.

In the last few months, several MC]
students have come under BCL attack
reportedly because of their reluctance
to join political programmes. Last
month, BCL men led Jagannath Hall
unit general secretary Utpal Biswas
beat up five MCJ students while they
were celebrating Saraswati Puja.

This year, on January 1, the government

has distributed 36.21 crore copies of
textbooks to 4.26 crore students in
primary and secondary levels.

Many alleged that the government
made the changes in the textbooks as
Hefajat-e-Islam and Bangladesh
Awami Olama League have all along
been demanding exclusion of some of
the poems written by “Hindus and
atheists”.

Eminent citizens and different
organisations strongly condemned the
anomalies in textbooks and demanded
withdrawal of the “error-ridden
textbooks” immediately.

Following the criticisms, the educa-
tion ministry made NCIB (National

Curriculum and Textbook Board) chief
editor Pritish Kumar Sarkar and its
senior expert Lana Humayra Khan
officers on special duty (OSD), a status
regarded as a punishment.

Replying to a query about question
paper leaks, the minister said some
teachers were also involved with it and
legal action would be taken against all
who are involved with it.
