Prosecution presses charges

against four Satkhira men

February 8 said to have found evidence

Prosecution has pressed seven specific
charges against four Satkhira men including
the district Ameer of Jamaat-e-Islami, over
their alleged involvement in crimes against
humanity during the 1971 Liberation War.
They were allegedly involved in killing of
six persons, torturing of 14 people and
raping of two women in different areas of
Satkhira Sadar and Ashashuni upazilas,

according to the charges.

After receiving the charges and other
the International Crimes
Tribunal-1 fixed April 20 to decide whether
it will take the charges into cognisance.

The accused -- Abdul Khaleg Mandol, 72,
Satkhira Jamaat's chief and a former law-
maker: M Abdullah Al Baki alias Abdullah
Hel Baki, 103; Khan Rokonuzzaman, 64,
and Jahirul Islam alias Jahirul Haque alias
Tikka Khan -- are from the Sadar upazila.

Of them, Khaleq Mandol is in jail while
Baki, whom the prosecution says is the
world's oldest war crimes accused, was
eranted bail Sunday. Two others accused are

Baki was involved with Muslim League
and he was the Razakar Commander of the
then Satkhira Sub-division while
Rokonuzzaman and Jahirul were involved
with Islami Chhatra Sangha and later joined
Razakar Bahini, it said.

Meanwhile, the tribunal yesterday sent a
Rajshahi man to jail after police produced
him before it in a case filed for allegedly
committing the wartime crimes.

It also directed the prosecution to submit
investigation report, if have any, on June 13,

On January 24, Abdus Samad Musa alias
Firoz Kha, 65, of Putia upazila in the district,
was shown arrested in the case. Musa was a
listed Razakar, an auxiliary force of the
Pakistani army, in Putia in 1971, according
to the prosecution.

body. I don't need any such son or daughter.”

“Thate them. I don't need the one that died, nordo I need
the ones that are still alive,” said the disheartened and
equally furious father, a resident of North Baishari village in

Naikkhyangchhari upazila of Bandarban.

He said he still could not justify the reason behind three of
his children's joining militancy. “My family members never
wanted to harm or hurt others. I never even imagined that any
of my son or daughter would get involved in such activities”,

Nurul had reported to law enforcers about another of his
missing daughter Monje Ara while his son Jahir was arrested
from the militant hideout in Sitakunda on March 15.

Mozatfar Hossain, father of Jobaida's husband Kamal,
said, “The entire family is now in ruins because of him. I

don't need his body.”

Meanwhile, law enforcers recovered a total of 36 bombs
and a hand grenade from Chhayaneer, the militant den in

Sitakunda, since March 18 till yesterday.

The bomb disposal unit of police defused and detonated
all the ammunition, said Mosiuddowla Reza, additional

superintendent of police (north zone, Chittagong), during a

press briefing at his office yesterday.

A large quantity of materials and equipment used for
making bombs were also recovered from the house by crim-

inal investigation department, he added.

"Orelse, we will organise a
press conference at Comilla
Press Club on April 2, and
will launch a campaign
among students of different
schools and colleges. Taking
their support, we will wage a
tougher movement," he said.

He hoped that law enforc-
ers would identify Tonu's
killers very soon and ensure
their highest punishment.

Earlier at 10:30am, stu-
dents of Comilla Victoria
College arranged a human
chain, demanding punish-
ment for Tonu's killers.

Tonu, a theatre activist and
student of the college, was
found murdered in a bush in
the Comilla Cantonment area
on March 20.

Meanwhile, Bangladesh
Chhatra Federation vyester-
day held a demonstration in
the capital's Shahbagh,
demanding punishment for
the killers of Tonu.

They also brought out a
torch procession.

The student organisation's
General Secretary Ashraful
Alam Sohel said Tonu's mur-
der is an evidence of "extreme
insecurity" of the citizens.

The government has to
ensure justice for the fami-
lies of all murder victims
including Tonu, he added.

Instead of updating the
probe findings in Tonu
murder case, the authorities
concerned are trying to put
the things under carpet,
speakers claimed.

They also said the family
of Tonu have been waiting
for justice for the last one
year, but has not seen any
development yet. Not a
single suspect has been
identified so far, they said.
