BNP slams AL for 'violating'
election code in Comilla

Accusing the ruling party men of violating
the election code of conduct ahead of
Comilla City Corporation polls, BNP yester-
day alleged that the Election Commission
(EC) and the local administration are not
taking any action against violators.

SC adjourns

hearing on
stay plea till
March 30

The Supreme Court yesterday
adjourned till March 30 the
hearing on a petition filed by
tannery owners seeking a
stay on a High Court order
that asked 154 tannery own-
ers to pay Tk 30.85 crore to
the government coffers.

The apex court also fixed
the same day (March 30) for
hearing a petition seeking
review of its order that
directed each tannery owner
at Hazaribagh in Dhaka to
pay a Tk 10,000 daily fine
for damaging and polluting
the environment in the area.

The SC fixed the date
upon hearing the stay
petition filed by the tan-
nery owners.

On March 2 this year,
the HC directed 154 tan-
nery owners at Hazaribagh
in Dhaka to pay Tk 30.85
crore to the government in
two weeks for damaging
and polluting the environ-
ment and ruled that the
tannery owners will face
serious consequences
unless they deposit the
compensation to the state,

The tannery owners then
filed a petition with the SC
seeking a stay on the HC
order.

In July last year, the
Appellate Division ruled that
every tannery must pay Tk
10,000 per day for damaging
and polluting the environ-
ment and also ordered the
owners to shift their tannery
factories to Savar.

Later on, in the same year,
the tannery owners filed a
petition with the 5C seeking
review of the order, Barrister
Mehedi Hasan Chowdhury, a
lawyer for tannery owners,
told The Daily Star.
