Paddle down, one push in the water and off
you go, kayaking like this is what you were
born to do. The breeze just adds to the
confidence. The skies tell you that you can
do it. The water carries you and you float
away, suspended between the sky and
ground which lies underneath all that water.

While it is easy to get lost here, there's a
room and unfelt comfort awaiting. You can
take a bicycle from the cycle stand and
make your way to your choice of room.

The spacious 2 bedroom beach villas will
cost around Tk 12,000++ per night. To pam-

per yourself further, why not opt for the one
bedroom Beach villa with a hot tub and a
living room? For Tk 35,000++ a night, it's all
yours.

But what if you like the beach but would
like a closer and less salty source of water to
while away in? That's where the Pool Suites
come into play.

The Pool Suites line a 120 ft long infinity
pool which is 12 ft wide and 4 ft deep. This
is accessible only for those who live in the
Pool Suites so its privacy is pretty
unmatched.

Each of the accommodation comes with
all the modern amenities but more impor-
tantly, you can take your pick depending on
whether you are coming alone, as a couple
or with family or friends. There's something
for everybody.

The helpful staff will also aid you in mak-
ing plans outside the resort. From telling
you where to go to arranging the transport,
the Mermaid team, comprised of 70 percent

On full moons there are light and sound
shows to celebrate the magnificence. To
sum up, there's more to do than you possi-
ble can!
