Asian currencies set to slip over
next year on tighter Fed policy

Emerging Asian currencies are
expected to lose ground in the year
ahead as monetary tightening from the
Federal Reserve gathers pace, butuncer-
tainty on future US trade policy will
cap dollar gains, a Reuters poll found.

All major Asian currencies, except
the Philippine peso, have risen
against the dollar this year as investors
turned tail on the greenback on grow-
ing doubts about the US administra-
tion's ability to push through its prom-
ised stimulus and tax cuts.

But the latest poll showed dollar
bulls will take charge again soon, with
Asian currencies seen ending this

month lower and slumping further in
the next 12 months, largely under-
pinned by expectations for a slightly
faster pace of US rate hikes. "We expect
the Fed to raise rates more rapidly this
year and the next, faster than what the
markets expect. We do think the dollar
will start to strengthen at some point,”
said Julian Evans-Pritchard, economist
at Capital Economics.

Minutes from the latest US Federal
Reserve meeting suggested the out-
look for two more rate hikes had not
changed and that most policymakers
think the central bank should begin
trimming its $4.5 trillion balance
sheet later this year.

Following the Fed's rate hike last

month, China's central bank raised
short-term interest rates for the third
time in three months in March to stave
off capital outflows and keep the yuan
stable. Adding to the near-term risks to
where the yuan trades is the outcome
of a two-day meeting between
President Donald Trump and his
Chinese counterpart Xi Jinping that got
underway on Thursday.

In one month, the yuan is pre-
dicted to trade around where it is was
on Thursday, 6.90 per dollar. It is then
expected to weaken to 7.05 in six
months and fall further to 7.10 in a
year, according to the poll of nearly 60
foreign exchange strategists con-
ducted this week.
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India's oil imports from Iran top
500,000 bpd in 2016/17

India’s Iran oil imports jumped to a
record high in 2016/17 topping half-a-
million barrels per day (bpd) as refin-
ers boosted purchases after lifting of
some Western sanctions against
Tehran last year.

India, Iran's biggest oil buyer after
China, was among a handful of coun-
tries that continued to deal with
Tehran despite Western sanctions over
its nuclear programme.

Refiners shipped in about
541,000 bpd of Iranian oil in the
fiscal year to March, a growth of
about 115 percent over the previous
year, ship tracking data obtained
from sources and data compiled by

Thomson Reuters Oil Research &
Forecasts showed.

Iran was India's second biggest oil
supplier - a position now belonging to
Iraq - before economic sanctions
aimed at Iran's nuclear programme
hampered its trade relations, forcing
the South Asian nation to tap alterna-
tive suppliers.

Purchases by Indian refiners,
including Reliance Industries that
resumed imports last year after a multi-
year lay-off, helped Iran regain some of
the lost market share.

Imports from Iran could ease in this
fiscal year as state-refiners have agreed
to cut their annual imports deal with
Iran by a fifth to put pressure on
Tehran to award the Farzad B gas field

to an Indian consortium.

Iran, in turn has decided to cut the
credit period on oil sales to 60 days
from 90 days and cut freight discounts
from 80 percent to 60 percent,

India imported 18.7 percent less oil
from Iran in March atabout 526,000 bpd
oil compared to the previous month,
data showed. Volumes were however 4
percenthigherthan ayearago.

Overall, India's oil imports rose 4.7
percent in March from the previous
month, and by about 4.9 percent from
ayear ago.

In March Iraq emerged as the sec-
ond biggest oil supplier to India, a
position it ceded to Iran the previous
month. Saudi Arabia continued to be
the top oil supplier to India in March.
