'alarming provocations'

US launches review of policy; Mattis says

Tehran destabilising Middle East

Australia unveils

US Secretary of State Rex Tillerson on
Wednesday accused Iran of "alarming ongo-
ing provocations' to destabilise countries in
the Middle East as the Trump administra-
tion launched a review of
its policy towards Tehran.

Tillerson told reporters
the review, which he
announced on Tuesday,
would not only look at
Tehran's compliance with a
2015 nuclear deal but also
its behavior in the region N
which he said undermined Tillerson
LIS interests in Syria, Irag, Yemen and
Lebanon.

His tough words matched those of US
Defense Secretary Jim Mattis, who said in a
visit to Saudi Arabia on Wednesday that
Iran's destabilizing influence would have to
be overcome to end the conflict in Yemen.

President Donald Trump ordered the
review to evaluate whether suspension of
sanctions related to the nuclear deal was
“vital to the national security interests of the
United States, " Tillerson said

administration intended to walk away from
the deal, Tillerson twice cautioned that if left
unchecked Tehran could become a threat
like North Korea, which is also under pres-
sure over its nuclearambitions.

In a letter to US House
of Representatives
Speaker Paul Ryan
released late on Tuesday,
Tillerson declared that
Iran was meeting its com-
mitments under the 2015
nuclear deal but there
were concerns about
Tehran's role as a state sponsor of terrorism.
"A comprehensive Iran policy requires we
address all of the threats posed by Iran and it
is clear there are many," Tillerson told
reporters at the State Department.

Meanwhile, Iran's Foreign Minister
Mohammad Javad Zarif yesterday criticised
"worn-out" US accusations that it was seeking
a nuclear weapon to threaten the region and
the world. "Wormn-out US accusations can't
mask its admission of Iran's compliance” with
a 2015 nuclear deal, Zarif wrote on Twitter.

Mattis

Canberra yesterday unveiled plans to put "Australian val-
ues" at the heart of tougher requirements to gain citizen-

ship, days after scrapping a visa programme for temporary

foreign workers.

The moves came against a background of growing popu-
list pressure and a resurgence of the anti-immigration One
Nation party led by Pauline Hanson.

"We're defined by commitment to common values,
political values, the rule of law, democracy, freedom,
mutual respect, equality for men and women," Prime
Minister Malcolm Turnbull told reporters.

"These fundamental values are what make us Australian.
Our citizenship process should reflect that.

"So today we are announcing changes to strengthen
citizenship, to make for a stronger Australia, stronger citi-

zenship, stronger citizens."

The new requirements include competent English, belief
in gender equality and a four-year qualification period.

Candidates for citizenship will be required to be permanent
residents for fouryears against the current one-year period.

They will also need to demonstrate a job record and how
they have integrated into the local community.

The current "civics" test for would-be Australians would
be expanded to include issues such as domestic violence,
Immigration Minister Peter Dutton said.

"We are entitled to say if you want to be a citizen of
Australia, there are a few things that we want you to demon-
strate that you share," Turnbull added.

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China's New Silk Road must

be open to Europeans
Says EU's top diplomat Mogherini in Beijing

Projects along China's New Silk Road must
be open to Europeans, the EU's top diplo-
mat said yesterday, as China's prepares its
first summit dedicated to the ambitious
plan to link Asia, Africa and Europe.

President Xi Jinping has championed
what China calls the "One
Belt, One Road" initiative
involving billions of dollars
of investment in infrastruc-
ture including roads, rail-
ways, ports and power grids.

"Obviously, for us it is
essential that the opportuni-
ties are opened up for all including
Europeans,” the EU's top diplomat,
Federica Mogherini, told students at the
elite Tsinghua University in Beijing.

"I know that some in the world are con-
cerned about a more confident and outward
looking China. [ do not share this view, " she

said.

Representatives of 110 countries, includ-
ing most Asian leaders, will gather in Beijing
next month for the New Silk Road summit,
China's biggest diplomatic event of the year.

China has sought to improve ties with 16
Central and Eastern Europe countries
directly under an initiative launched in
November 2016, dubbed
"16+1", to fund mostly infra-
structure development in
Europe.

China and the European
Union should promote a
"positive signal” of eco-
nomic globalisation and free
and fair trade, Chinese Premier Li Keqiang
told Mogherini on Tuesday.

Mogherini and China's top diplomat,
Yang Jiechi, spoke on Tuesday about the
need to work together on hot-spot issues
including North Korea and Syria, as well as
the need to avoid protectionism.

Plastic pollution
builds up in
Arctic waters

Even though few people
live in the Artic, some seas
in the region are heavily
polluted with plastic
because of an Atlantic
ocean current which
dumps debris there,
researchers said
Wednesday.

Scientists aboard the
globe traveling French
schooner, Tara, in 2013
were surprised to find the
seas east of Greenland and
north of Scandinavia are a
dead-end for plastics, said
the report in the journal
Science Advances.

The findings "stress the
importance of properly
managing plastic litter at its
source, because once it
enters the ocean, its desti-
nation can be unpredict-
able," said the report.

ANALYSIS: BABRI MOSQUE CASE

India's SC order could be
blessing in disguise for B]JP

India's Supreme Court's order restoring the
charge of criminal conspiracy against three
senior leaders of ruling Hindu nationalist
Bharatiya Janata Party—L K Advani, Murli
Manohar Joshi and federal minister Uma
Bharti—in the case relating to the 16th century
Babri mosque demolition case are likely to
impact the country's political scenario in the
run up to key elections to legislatures in a num-
ber of states in the next 18 months and the
national electionsin 2019.

Much will depend on if and how BJP and
its political rivals use the apex court order in
the political slugfest.

The apex court has ordered that the trial in
the case be held on a day-to-day basis and
completed in two years. The question in politi-
cal circles in Delhi is will this help BJP or its
rivals politically?

What if the charges against Advani, Joshi
and Bharti are upheld by the trial court? What if
they are absolved? the Supreme Court order
has brought back to life the emotive issue of
Ram temple construction in Ayodhya, which
had once helped BJP as a major political force
inIndiain 1990s.

The temple issue had lost much of its sheen
over the last two decades. Secondly, the daily
court hearings in the case could help the saf-
fron party milk its pet Hindutva issue and
engineer consolidation of votes ahead of legis-
lative assembly elections in states like Gujarat,
Himachal Pradesh, Rajasthan, Karnataka and
finally the parliamentary polls in early 2019.
Such a consolidation was one of the key rea-
sons for BJP's astounding victory in recent
assembly polls in India's most populous state
of Uttar Pradesh and adjacent state
Uttarakhand.

After its win in Uttar Pradesh, BJP today is
confident of handling the temple issue mainly
because the recent electoral reverses have put
the opposition on the defensive. BJP's rivals
may not like go ballistic against the party on
the temple issue. This was evident in the
restraint with which main opposition party
Congress reacted to the apex court ruling. The

trademark aggression of Congress in seeking to
put BJP on the mat on a divisive issue was
missing. The party gave a carefully-worded
official reaction whose gist is “let the law take
its own course”.

In the event of the trial court acquitting
Advani, Joshi and Bharti, BJP can always hit
back at the opposition parties for maligning
the party and the three leaders for years. And if
they are convicted, which entails a punishment
of maximum of five years in jail, the party can
project itself as a crusader for Hindutva cause.
The real dilemma in BJP is whether or not the
two-member apex court ruling Wednesday
should be challenged before a bigger bench.

If the apex court ruling is not challenged, BJP
and the Modi government can take the
moral high ground of not interfering with
the due process of law and fair probe.

The Central Bureau of Investigation, which
probed the Babri Masjid demolition case, is a
federal government agency. If it challenges the
apex court ruling, the CBI has to make a U-turn
on its view about the charges against the three
BJP veterans and others and it will do little to
help the agency's image as a non-partisan and
fair body and that of the government as non-
interfering in the due process oflaw. Ifthe apex
court ruling is not challenged, BJP and the
Modi government can take the moral high
ground of not interfering with the due process
oflaw and fair investigation. There is, however,
a view among a section of party men that not
challenging the Supreme Court order will send
out a message that it is letting down temple
movement votaries at their time of crisis.
