Trial of
Razakars
demanded

Speakers at a discussion
yesterday demanded trial
of the Razakars who were
involved in the mass kill-
ing at Jhathibhanga in
Thakurgaon Sadar upazila
during the Liberation War.

The criminals are mov-
ing freely even 46 years
after the country's inde-
pendence, freedom fight-
ers and the relatives of the
martyrs said at the
programme marking
'Thathibhanga mass killing
day' in Sadar upazila.

Many of the perpetrators
have now become influen-
tial members of the society,
they said at the discussion
organised by Jhathibhanga
Badyabhumi Trust.

They placed wreaths at the
martyrs' monument at the spot.

Several widows, includ-
ing Ashamoni and
Fulbanu, also witnesses to
the carnage, recalled the
horrific massacre at
Jhathibhanga.

The victims' family
members urged the govern-
ment to recognise them as
shaheed paribar (martyrs'
family) and arrange trial of
the Razakars who acted as
local collaborators of the
killer Pakistani army.

The occupation army
killed around 3,000 peo-
ple on April 23 in 1971
and buried them in a grave
as the people, mostly
belonging to the Hindu
community, gathered at
Jhathibhanga village.

Incessant rain, storm damage

Continuous rain for the last four days
has caused extensive damage to boro
paddy and mung bean fields in
Jhalakathi while a sudden storm on
Saturday night caused huge damage to
crops, houses and property in Pirojpur.
"Boro paddy on over 2,000
hectares of land and mung beans,
locally called moog dal, on 1,500
hectares have been badly dam-
aged,” said Sheikh Abu Bakar, DD
of the Department of Agriculture
Extension (DAE) in Jhalakathi.
"Many farmers informed me
that their paddy fields were dam-
aged by the wind and rain,” said
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Agriculture Officer of Nalchhity
upazila Md Sayedur Rahman.
“Paddy plants on my field are

four upazilas, of which 10 percent is
likely to be damaged, Bakar said,
while farmers say that around 30

Hall in the town. She was daughter of Iman Ali of Trimohini
village in Sharsha upazila.

Police recovered the body from the second floor of the
restaurant in the morning, said Taijul Islam, general secre-
tary of Jessore district Hotel Restaurant Sweetmeat Bakery
Workers' Union.

Thebody was bare and covered with a piece of cloth, he said.

Chhaya was stabbed to death, said AKM Azmal Huda,
officer-in-charge of Kotwali Police Station.
