A Dhaka court yesterday again ordered the Detective
Branch of police to submit on May 30 the probe report
of the case filed over the killing of writer-blogger Avijit
Roy in February 2015.

Metropolitan Magistrate Golam Nabi passed the order
after Fazlur Rahman, an assistant superintendent of DB
police and also the case's investigation officer, failed to
submit any report by yesterday.

Earlier on March 27, the same court asked DB to
submit the probe report by yesterday.

The Teachers' Association of Bangladesh University of
Engineering and Technology (Buet) yesterday held a sit-in,
demanding pensions for the senior teachers on the basis of
the latest national pay scale.

They held the protest in front of the Academic Council
Bhaban from 12:00pm to 1:30pm.

The teachers said in a press release that the Public
University Teachers (Retirement) (Special Rules) Act-2012
extended the retirement age of all public university teachers
from 60 to 65 years.

They said the Buet ordinance in 1961 already allowed its
teachers to extend their service in phases up to 65 years after
they reached age 60. Many teachers used to receive that
extension and enjoy regular salaries and facilities, they said.

But, in August last year, the University Grants Commission

Khaleda again
appeals for
case transfer

BNP Chairperson Khaleda
Zia again yesterday filed a
petition with the High
Court for transferring the
Zia Orphanage Trust cor-
ruption case against her
from the Senior Special
Judge's Court-3.

In the petition, Khaleda
also prayed to the HC to
stay the trial proceedings
against her in the case filed
by the Anti-Corruption
Commission (ACC).

Earlier, Khaleda submit-
ted an application express-
ing no confidence in Judge
Kamrul Hossain Mollah of
Senior Special Judge's
Court-3.

In the application, she
requested the judge to send
the case to the HC for its
judicial review, as Mollah
was a director of the ACC
between 2010 and 2015.
But his court on April 13
rejected her application.

The BNP chairperson
yesterday submitted the
petition to the HC chal-
lenging the April 13 rejec-
tion order.

Non-rice crops not

farmers' favourite
Says study

Inconsistent prices and high perishability of non-rice crops
force farmers to depend on rice cultivation, which causes low
agricultural and dietary diversity, said a recent study.

The low diversities create barriers to ensure proper
nutrition and resist children's birth related complexities,
like stunting and low birth weight, said the study revealed at
a seminar organised by the agriculture ministry at Sech
Bhaban in the capital.

Though rice gives relatively low value outputs, farmers
depend on the crop as they feel safe to cultivate it instead of
non-rice crops, such as fruits and vegetables, the study said.

Agriculture, Nutrition, and Gender Linkages (ANGeL), a
project of the agriculture ministry funded by USAID and
designed by International Food Policy Research Institute
(IFPRI), conducted the study between November 2015 to
January 2016 at 3,125 farm households in the country's 16
districts in the beginning of the project.

The study suggested promotion of agricultural diversifi-
cation beyond rice and cereal crops through more invest-
ment and motivating the farmers.

To motivate the farmers and promote diversity, the
government need to ensure good pricing for non-rice crops
and improve transportation and the packaging system, said
Akhter Ahmed, country representative of IFPRI, who
presented the study outcomes at the seminar.

According to the survey, 95.7 percent of farmers in the
sample area cultivate rice, while 53.8 percent cultivate rice
as their only crop.

Besides, each person of the households gets about 67.1
percent of their consumed calories from rice as they eat
around 375 grams of rice pre day, which is the highest of
their consumed food, said the study.

Speaking as chief guest, Agriculture Minister Matia
Chowdhury said the government is working on preventing
children's birth related complexities and ensuring nutrition
for people.

She also said the findings would be compared with the
end-line survey to assess and identify appropriate initiatives
to achieve dietary diversity.

country's population, around 16.10 crore, are
adolescents and youths (between 10 and 24
years). Of them, teenage girls are more susceptible
to deprivation of education and healthcare.
However, the study findings indicate that
social taboo about sexual and health services
discourages adolescents and their families

seek medical treatment.

"Many people think MCWC and UHFWCs
are family planning clinics and that's why
they feel uncomfortable sending their
unmarried adolescent girls to these facilities,"
said Igbal Ehsan of Population Council while

presenting the study.

Most adolescent girls expressed satisfac-
tion over services they had received at the
AFHCs, he said, adding that however, the
service providers assigned at the AFHCs face
difficulty in treating the girls at outdoor
service points of hospital.

Adding to the problem, as many of the
adolescent health corners don't have separate
rooms for the girls, they feel embarrassed to
speak freely about their private health issues,
Igbal added.

Among other major challenges faced by
the AFHCs, the research found shortages of
medicine and lack of privacy for adolescents
at the facilities.
