Conveying the messages of climate
change and climate events, media
should take a multi-faceted approach
to supplement the efforts of addressing
adverse impacts of global climate
change, climatologists and communi-
cation experts told a summit in the
capital yesterday:.

Media and other information chan-
nels must play a crucial role in dissemi-
nating information on weather events
making those easily understandable to
the people, they told the third Asia-
Pacific Broadcasting Union Media
Summit,

Asia-Pacific Broadcasting Union
(ABU), Bangladesh Television and
Bangladesh Betar are organising the
summit on "Climate change and disas-
ter Risk Reduction”.

In a session of the summit,
Director of International Centre for
Climate Change and
Development(ICCCD) Dr Saleemul
Huq said erratic rainfall, increasing

frequency of different climate events
including cyclone and flood are asso-
ciated with negative impacts of cli-
mate change,

Referring to recent flash floods in
haor areas, he said there might be a
linkage between the flood and climate
change.

Geographical location, topographi-
cal feature, proximity to the sea and
population density make the country
more vulnerable to the risks of climate
change, DrSaleemul added.

At a different session, the experts
said media content producers and
journalists require training to produce
in-depth reporting to deal with climate
change issues and promote better
disaster management system.

Scientists, meteorologists and other
professionals need skills in knowledge
dissemination to ensure that complex
scenarios and complicated data sets
are able to be translated into news
stories and media information mate-
rial able to be understood, absorbed
and used by a wider citizens, they

added.

Climate activists said the Paris
accord requires all countries to devise
plans to achieve the goal of keeping
the rise in temperatures within two
degree Celsius above pre-industrial
levels and strive for 1.5 Celcius if
possible.

Least Developed Countries(LDCs)
must be united to pile up pressure on
industrialised nations to take action to
stem the planet's rising temperatures,
they added.

A total of 271 representatives,
including 41 foreign participants from
broadcast media, government disaster
management agencies, meteorological
services, international organisations,
NGOs and community leaders are
attending the event.

Participants from 15 foreign coun-
tries include Afghanistan, Australia,
Bhutan, China, Fiji, Japan, Malaysia,
the Maldives, Norway, Pakistan, the
Philippines, Thailand, United
Kingdom, United States and
Vietnam.

AH: A three member committee comprising two leading
architects is working with the participation of Buet [Bangla-
desh University of Engineering and Technology| on beauti-
fication designs of various areas proposed by different
organisations and individuals.

TDS: What is the progress of Karwan Bazar kitchen market
relocation?

AH: It is at final stage with no major barrier towards reloca-
tion by December to Aminbazar and Jatrabari.

TDS: How do you envision your remaining mayoral tenure?
AH: In the next three years, our ambition is to develop
remaining roads, footpaths and drains. Improvement of
roads, drains and footpaths; waste collection; and creating a
green city will be challenging during the remaining three
years of my term.

House owners' associations in Gulshan, Banani and
Baridhara are getting involved in delivering public services.
The idea will be replicated in Uttara, Dhanmondi and
Mohammadpur gradually.

TDS: What about instituting the mayoral panel?

AH: I could not do it within the first month in office. And
later, it remained with the government. As per law, it should
have been in place.

TDS: How would the operations of the mayor's office con-
tinue in the absence of the mayor?

AH: It is not a problem at all in this age of communication
technology.

TDS: Which challenging tasks you take pride in accomplish-
ing?

AH: We cleared Dhaka's skyline covered by 20,000 illegal, ugly
billboards of different sizes. We also took some special initia-
tives to reclaim public spaces at ten notorious sites that had been
under a vicious grip for decades across the city including
Tejgaon truck stand, Aminbazar, Gabtoli, Mohammadpur,
Mohakhali, Abdullahpur, Kalyanpur and Mirpur. Power and
money were at play in those areas. Such work risked my life, but
the prime minister's support was with me.

TDS: You've taken a bold step to evict footpaths from illegal
grabbers. What is your plan?

SK: It was a tough task to clear footpaths because of extor-
tion. When 1 began the drive, political leaders brought out
processions and beneficiary groups became active but 1
didn't take those into cognisance. Our plan is to keep major
roads of Dhaka South City Corporation like Gulistan,
Motijheel and New Market free of illegal occupation.
