Appoint counsel for 5

The High Court yesterday directed the government to appoint
within seven days state defence counsel for five absconding
death row convicts of the Narayanganj seven-murder cases.

The bench of Justice Jahangir Hossain Selim and Justice
Md Jahangir Hossain passed the order while dealing with
the death reference and appeals filed by the arrested con-
victs. The five death row convicts are Mohiuddin Munshi, Al
Amin Sharif, Tajul Islam, Md Sanaullah alias Sana and
Shahjahan, court sources said.

The bodies of seven people, including Narayanganj City
Corporation councillor Nazrul Islam and senior lawyer
Chandan Sarker, were found floating in the Shitalakkhya
River after they were abducted on April 27, 2014,
