Paris Saint-Germain striker Edinson Cavani has been named Ligue 1 Player of the Year for the first time, while
Monaco sensation Kylian Mbappe is the best young player for 2016-17. Cavani has scored 35 league goals in as
many appearances in a stunning individual season. Their former striker Zlatan lbrahimovic had won the award
in three of the past four seasons, with Eden Hazard, Alexandre Lacazette, Karim Benzema and Didier Drogba
also among the previous winners. Mbappe, meanwhile, scooped the Young Player of the award after a season
that saw him develop into Europe’s most wanted prospect, with 14 league goals and 11 assists playing a huge
part in Monaco's stunning campaign. The forward has been compared to Thierry Henry, who also scooped the
young player award while at Monaco in 1997. And Chelsea star N'Golo Kante was recognised as the Best French

player playing abroad, an accolade which Antoine Griezmann won in 2016.

Two-time champion Maria
Sharapova will not play at
Roland Garros this year after
the French tennis federation
denied her a wild card, FFT
president Bernard Guidicelli
said on Tuesday.

The former world num-
ber one, who only
returned from a 15-month
doping ban last month,
will miss the French Open,
which she won in 2012
and 2014, for the second
year in a row.

"Nobody can deprive
her of her two titles at
Roland Garros, but today 1
can't grant her the wild
card requested," Guidicelli
said on Facebook Live,

Roger Federer has pulled out of this month's
French Open as he feels he needs to avoid
playing on clay this season in order to
prolong his career, the 18-times grand slam

Guardiola won 14 trophies in four seasons as manager at
the Nou Camp, and seven in three years with Bayern.

He never finished lower than second while in charge of
Barcelona, while winning the Bundesliga in each of his
three seasons in Germany.

But the Spaniard has found life more difficult in
England.

Guardiola can finish no higher than third in this season's
Premier League, which will be the lowest final placing of his
managerial career. He will also end the campaign without a
trophy for the first time as a coach.

He has acknowledged that he needs to do better if he is to
avoid being labelled a failure in the Premier League.

"I had pressure when I became manager at Barcelona,
when I had no reputation to defend myself with,”
Guardiola said Monday.

At that club, if in six months you don't win, you are
really out. At Barcelona or Bayern Munich, you have to win
by far. If not, they don't give you a second chance."

The Spanish prosecutor in
Madrid said yesterday it had
filed a lawsuit against soccer
players Radamel Falcao and
Fabio Coentrao, accusing
them of hiding almost 7
million euros ($7.7 mil-
lion) from the tax office
between 2012 and 2014.

Falcao, a Colombian
who played for Atletico de
Madrid from 2011 to 2013
and now plays for Monaco,
has been accused of failing
to properly declare a total of
around 5.6 million euros
earned from image rights.

Portugal's Coentrao, who
plays for Real Madrid, is
accused of failing to cor-
rectly declare almost 1.3
million euros, also earnings
from image rights.

champion said on Monday.

The Swiss, who defied logic to win the
Australian Open in January after being out of tennis for six
months, will skip the May 28-June 11 claycourt major for
the second year running after missing last year's edition
through injury.

"I've been working really hard, both on and off the court,
during the last month but in order to try and play on the ATP
World Tour for many years to come, [ feel it's best to skip the
claycourt season this year and prepare for the grass and
hardcourt seasons,” world number five Federer, who won his
sole Roland Garros title in 2009, said on his Facebook page.

"The start to the year has been magical for me but I need
to recognise that scheduling will be the key to my longevity
moving forward.

"Thus, my team and I concluded today that playing just
one event on clay was not in the best interest of my tennis
and physical preparation for the remainder of the season.”

Federer, 35, has already won the three biggest titles of the
year to date as he followed his triumph in Australia with
wins at Indian Wells and the Miami Open.

After that stunning run, Federer, who missed the second
half of last year recovering from knee surgery, said that he
would likely skip the European claycourt season except for
the French Open.

The former world number one's announcement came a
day after Rafael Nadal won his third consecutive claycourt
title of the season ahead of the French Open, where the
Spaniard will be bidding for his 10th Roland Garros title.
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
