HC summons two
top govt officials
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Group interaction

Chowdhury, a retired gov-
ernment official and
founding president of
Numismatic Society of
Bangladesh (NSB), died
due to old-age complica-
tions at a Dhaka hospital
on Monday. He was 96.

The High Court yesterday summoned two government high
officials including the environment secretary to appear
before it on May 28 for allegedly not complying with its
directive over paying service and retirement benefits to a

former government employee.
Another official, summoned by HC, is the chairman of

Bangladesh Forest Industries Development Corporation
(BFIDC).

In response to a review petition, the HC bench of Justice
Obaidul Hassan and Justice Krishna Debnath also issued a
rule asking the two officials to explain why contempt
proceedings should not be brought against them for violat-

Creating awareness and motivation through interactive

She also
said Ziaur Rahman had a part
in the conspiracy.

Hasina said the motive
behind the August 15 killing
was to completely change the
history of Bangladesh and
make the victory of the
Liberation War meaningless,

She said just before 15 days

Rehana went abroad on a short
visit, but that “black day” of
1975 snatched everything
from their lives as well as
voting rights of the country's
people.

An emotion-choked
premier said, "He
(Bangabandhu) had devoted
his entire life towards chang-
ing people's fate alongside
bringing the long-cherished
independence. But, he was
killed in our independent
country, which he had never
imagined."

Hasina said she and her

Around 4,500 females aged between 15 and 29, and
around 1,650 men aged between 18 and 35 were surveyed

for the study.

Ruchira Tabassum Naved, a senior scientist at icddrb,
who led the study, said discussion helped men to be aware
about the violence and at the same time women also

became aware of their rights.
