CONSTRUCTION OF 10-STOREY BOGRA COURT BUILDING

Work yet to be complete

MAMUN-UR-RASHID, Bogra

Construction work of the 10-storey
chief judicial magistrate's court in the
district is yet to be finished 65 months
after it started in early 2012.

The construction of the building
was scheduled to be completed by
January 2014.

Chief Justice Surendra Kumar
Sinha expressed his serious dissatis-
faction at the delay, while speaking at
the divisional judgeship and judicial
magistracy conference in Bogra
Circuit House on May 2. He ordered
the executive engineer of the Public
Works Department (PWD) in the
district to hand over at least four
floors by May 31 this year.

Executive Engineer of PWD
Salauddin Ahmed and lawyers said the
project was initiated by the govern-
ment in 2010 and the tender activities
ended in 2011, The then state minister

for law Kamrul Islam laid the founda-
tion stone in the beginning of 2012.

Although Prime Minister Sheikh
Hasina inaugurated the building on
November 12 in 2015, it is yet to be
opened for use, the lawyers said.

Salauddin said Masuma OK
(MOK) Construction got the work
order of Tk 23 crore and was
instructed to finish the work by
January 2014, but the firm could not
complete the construction until now
though the time schedule was
extended twice.

Horizon Techno Limited is install-
ing three lifts for Tk 2.05 crore and
Brothers Construction is installing a
power transformer for Tk 0.86 crore.

Bogra Bar Association President
Lutfe Galib Al Jahid Mridul said
activities of the judiciary are being
hampered due to delay in construc-
tion of the building.

Activities of 10 courts have been

going on in 10 rented rooms of
Gawhar Ali Bar Building, the district
administration building and the zila
parishad building, causing suffering
to lawyers and clients due to scarcity
of sitting arrangements, the Bar
president said.

Owner of MOK Masudur Rahman
Milon said construction of the infra-
structure has already been finished
and installation of lifts, doors, win-
dows and other works are being done
by other companies. MOK can hand
over the building any time the PWD
wants, he added.

The completion date was extended
twice and the design of the building
was changed several times, which led
to the delay, the executive engineer of
PWD said, adding that they are
hopeful of handing over the building
within the time frame to the authority
concerned.
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Sust student
'murdered’

OUR CORRESPONDENT, Sylhet

A student of Shahjalal
University of Science and
Technology died at Sylhet
MAG Osmani Medical
College Hospital (SOMCH)
yesterday afternoon, hours
after he was found injured
beside a rail track in

Fenchuganj upazila of Sylhet.

The deceased was
Mostain Razzak Mamun,
22, a third-year student of
electronics and electrical
engineering. He used to live
with his family at Sylhet
Medical Colony and both
his parents are physicians.

Relatives said Mamun
left home for university on
Tuesday and remained
traceless till yesterday
noon. They got the news of
his death in the afternoon.

Officer-in-Charge of
Sylhet Railway Police
Station Jahangir Hossain
said locals saw him lying
injured near the rail track
in Maijgaon area around
12:00pm and rushed him
to SOMCH where doctors
declared him dead.

Victim's father Dr Abdur
Razzak, a physician of the
hospital, claimed that his
son might have been killed
as marks of beating injuries
were found on his body.

sealed off the hotel, he said.

As the owner filed a writ petition in late
February, an HC bench on March 5 ordered
Rajuk to restore all utility services and open
the hotel within 48 hours without failure
and not to disturb the owner further,
Adiluzzaman informed The Daily Star.

The hotel authorities did not even bother
to produce the court order before Rajuk
asking for permission and reopened the
hotel on their own, he said.

Reza Golam Mostafa, general manager of
Raintree's financier company Humaira Group,
said, “You cannot call our hotel business in
residential building illegal as we have got the
court's stay order on Rajuk's eviction move.”

He added a process was on with Rajuk for
conversion of the residential building into a
commercial one and claimed that the
government was considering converting the
entire Banani residential Road-27 into a
commercial zone,

According to the hotel's room rates flyer, a
single room costs $250, a deluxe room $300,
executive room $325 and a suite $550, all
excluding 25 percent tax and service charges.

Contacted, Raintree's guest relations
officer Farhana Akhter Meghla said she
would talk to her authorities first and
respond later,

Munira Aktar, wife of Jhalakathi law-
maker BH Harun, is the owner of the 5.5-
katha residential plot, where the Raintree
hotel is situated.

In 2011, the plot owner obtained a
construction permit for an eight-storey
residential building with two basement
floors. But it was detected during routine

inspection that the owner in deviation of the
approved plan built an additional floor, said
Adiluzzaman.

Rajuk served the owner the first notice in
August last year in this regard, he said. As the
owner did not respond, they served two
more notices -- one in early November and
another in mid-November last year, he added.

As they served the owner with what the
Rajuk official termed was a fourth and final
notice in January this year and were prepar-
ing for an eviction drive, the owner filed
another writ petition with the HC that barred
Rajuk from serving any further notice, he said.

Rokon-lId-Doula said they had hired an
advocate to vacate the court order.

However, examples are rife that Rajuk
takes years or even a decade to fight such
cases on the plea that they cannot bring
those on the court's hearing list.
