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Britain hunts
for terror
network

4 held after Manchester concert
attack; Libya-born 'IS attacker'
travelled to Syria before carnage

Britain yesterday raced to track down S8
a jihadist network suspected to have
orchestrated the Manchester concert
bombing, as soldiers fanned out to
guard key sites under a maximum

terror alert.

Investigators were trying to piece
together the last movements of
suicide bomber Salman Abedi, a
Manchester-born university dropout
whose parents had reportedly fled the now fallen regime of
Libyan dictator Muammar Gaddafi.

AFrench minister said he may have been radicalised in Syria.

"It's very clear that this is a network that we are investigat-
ing," Manchester police chief lan Hopkins told reporters,
with four people under arrest after a pair of armed raids on

addresses in the city.

Monday night's bombing, which killed 22 people
including a girl aged just eight, was claimed by the Islamic
State group which warned of more attacks to come.

The world's first robocop has been unveiled in
Dubai and started patrolling streets from Tuesday.

The 5 ft 5in tall robot can read facial expressions
and will be used by members of the public to
report crime and pay traffic fines.

Multi-lingual crime-fighting robots will make
up a quarter of the city's police force by 2030,
according to officials.

The robocop is part of the Emirates' planned
robot police force and was unveiled at a three-day
long Gulf Information Security and Expo
Conference on Sunday.

Philippines grapples

Philippine President Rodrigo Duterte yesterday threatened to impose
martial law nationwide to combat the rising threat of terrorism, after

Chief Justice Surendra Kumar Sinha yester

day said more than 90 percent people have

faith in the judiciary as the judges work in
a much disciplined way.

“I cannot say what happened in the
past. I can say that more than 90 percent
people have good faith in the judiciary
now. I can firmly say that the judiciary is
100 times fairer than any other institution
in Bangladesh,” he said.

Justice Sinha was responding to a com-
ment by Attorney General Mahbubey
Alam that a mass hearing should be held
on “what was going on [with the justice
seekers| in this court”.

Duterte declared martial law on Tuesday for the southern region of
Mindanao -- which makes up roughly one third of the country and is home
to 20 million people -- in an immediate response to the attacks by the
gunmen, who have pledged allegiance to the Islamic State group.

The roughly 100 militants roamed through Marawi city, killing five
soldiers, taking a priest and an unspecified number of other people hostage
from a church, setting fire to buildings and flying black IS flags, according to
Duterte and his aides,

Duterte said they also beheaded a local police chief after capturing him at
a road checkpoint they had set up. "I will not hesitate to do anything and
everything to protect and preserve the Filipino nation," the president said.
"I might declare martial law throughout the country to protect the people.”

Duterte warned martial law would be "harsh" and similar to military rule
imposed by dictator Ferdinand Marcos a generation ago.

Thousands of residents fled Marawi, according to an AFP photographer.

It was unclear last night how many militants were still in the city or if they
had escaped into nearby mountains and forests that they have long used as
hideouts. There were no reports of major clashes yesterday.

The robbers started firing at
the police prompting them to
retaliate, Noor-e-Alam said.
