for her studies in January 2016, said the inspector.

She was visiting the café with her friends on that day and
the senior student, who was also visiting the place, asked
her to dress decently, Asmaul said quoting the student.

“We are investigating whether the quarrel had any link
with her death,” he added.

Raudha was found dead in her room at the women's
hostel in Nawdapara area of Rajshahi city on March 29.

Police and forensic reports earlier ruled her death as
suicide, but Raudha's father filed a murder case against one
of her classmates with a court in the city on May 10.
RAUDHA'S FATHER'S STATEMENT
In his press statement, Athif alleged, a journalist provided
the CID with a document where Raudha was given a
“death threat” on March 29, “when she was already dead”.

Without naming anyone, he said, "How that journalist
gathered copies of the original post-mortem and inquest
reports should be investigated.”

“He also raised my personal issues 1 had with my wife
after our divorce five years back.”

Athif alleged that the journalist tried to humiliate him
before the media and threatened Raudha's mother to stop
the case's investigation.

He also questioned roles of the two Maldivian police offi-
cials who came to the city to help probe his daughter's death.

The Maldivian police “told her mother to force me to
stop her death investigation and return...otherwise they
would harass our family,” he alleged.
