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UP member
killed in
clash over
land dispute

A Union Parishad (UP)
member was killed and his
brother sustained severe
injuries in an attack by their
rivals allegedly over a land
dispute in Gangni upazila of
Meherpur yesterday.

The deceased, Kamal
Hossain, 30, UP member
of Sholotaka union in the
upazila, was also an activist
of ruling Awami League.

Kamal's elder brother
Kafil Uddin, who is under-
going treatment at Kushtia
Medical College Hospital,
also received stab injury
when he tried to save his
brother.

Officer-in-Charge Anwar
Hossain of Gangni Police
Station said there had been
a longstanding row between

Kamal's family and one
Shukur Ali of Sholotaka
village over the ownership
of a piece of land.

As a sequel, Kamal
engaged in an altercation
with Shukur's son Mazedul

at a local tea stall around
9:30am, he said.

An hour later, Mazedul
along with four to five
others swooped on Kamal
and stabbed him indiscrim-
inately when he was return-
ing home, leaving his dead
on the spot.

Haor people in dire
need of food aid

Flood harms crops, fish in Netrakona

The haor people in two upazilas of
Netrakona are in dire need of food aid as
they have lost their crops in the fields and
fish from their ponds due to flood.

The upazilas are Khaliajury and
Mohanganj.

A large number of flood victims are still
out of the relief network, said Khaliajury
Sadar Union Parishad Chairman
Sanwaruzzaman Talukder Jausef.

There are around 5,000 families in the
union, of whom 1,985 are under Vulnerable
Group Feeding (VGF) and Vulnerable
Group Development (VGD) programmes,
he added. Many families have so far got
relief distributed by the upazila administra-
tion, but it is insufficient, Talukder said,
adding that all the flood victims should be
taken under VGF programme,

During her visit to Khaliajury on May 18,
Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina asked the
local administration to take necessary
measures to continue VGF activities along-
side Open Market Sale (OMS) programmes
in haor areas to help the flood victims.

Talukder said he would carry out the PM's
instruction to save thousands of flood-hit
families who are now gripped by serious want.

Krishnapur Union Parishad Chairman
Nazim Uddin Sarker said there are around
4 600 affected families in the union and 75
tonnes of rice and Tk 9.5 lakh have been
distributed among 2,400 families so far. He
asked for distribution of more VGF cards
and setting up of more OMS centres.

Khaliajury Upazila Nirbahi Officer
(UNO) Mohammed Tofael Ahmed said 175

tonnes of rice and Tk 71 lakh have been
distributed among the flood-hit people so
far, Seven OMS centres are running in the
upazila headquarters to support the flood
victims, the UNO said, adding that one tonne
ofrice is allocated for every centre daily.

Some 30,000 flood-hit families are in
distress and food support should be
increased, Tofael said. Of them, 11,725 are
under VGF and VGD network, he added.

The UNO said 8,000 VGF cards for
affected fishermen families have been
allocated in the district, adding that there are
about 5,000 fishermen families in Khaliajury.

Mohangan) UNO Mehdi Mahmud
Akanda said 69 tonnes of rice and Tk 10.4
lakh have been distributed among 2,300
affected families in the upazila so far. Some
8,500 families are under VGF support in the
upazila, said the official.

The recent flood brought havoc on
agriculture and fish farming in Khaliajury
and Mohanganjupazilas, he said.

Around 20,070 hectares of Boro land
were affected by flooding in all 89 haors in
the upazilas, said Bilash Chandra Pal,
deputy director of the Department of
Agriculture Extension in Netrakona.

The flash flood submerged 69,710 hect-
ares of land out of 184,320 hectares targeted
for Boro cultivation in eight upazilas of
Netrakona, mostly in Khaliajury and
Mohanganj, the DD added.

District Fisheries Officer Ashraf Uddin
Ahmed said 118 tonnes of fish, worth
around Tk 2 crore, were washed away in the
recent flood in Khaliajury and Mohanganj
upazilas.

there in phases.

As part of the initiative,
17 judges were to travel to
Australia later this month.

On May 22, the SC
authorities issued a circular
restricting their travel. The
circular said the apex court
was not consulted about
sending the lower court
judges abroad.

Under the apex court
directives in the judgment of
Masdar Hossain case, popu-
larly known as the separa-
tion of judiciary from the
executive branch, it is man-
datory for the government
to take SC's advice before
sending lower court judges
abroad.

However, the law minis-
try circular said this was not
applicable for the judges
who are on deputation.

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Rain water inundates
paddy in Rangpur

Landless farmers cultivate paddy on the bed of dead Sati river

Almost ripe paddy on 200 hectares of
land on the bed of the nearly dead Sati
river in Kaunia upazila of Rangpur has
become flooded, much to the worry of
the farmers.

Kaunia Upazila Agriculture Officer
(UAO) under the Department of
Agriculture Extension in Rangpur
Shamimur Rahman said landless
farmers cultivated Irri-Boro paddy on
1,200 hectares of land on the riverbed.

Abdul Hamid of Char Nazirdah
village said he and other landless
farmers have been living by cultivating
paddy on the riverbed of Sati river as
there is no water flow there.

They noticed on May 19 that the
water level was rising alarmingly. "I
cultivated BR-28 paddy on one acre of
land this year, which is now under
water,” Hamid added.

He gathered nearly 100kg of paddy
from under the water, otherwise it
would be damaged, Hamid added.

Water usually enters the river from
July up to October, but it came early
this year, said Rafiqul Islam of the
village, adding that he cultivated

paddy on one-and-half acres of land
on the riverbed.

“1 spent extra money for preventing
neck blast disease and will become a
beggar if 1 can't harvest the paddy
properly,” said Abul Kashem of Uttar
Sadi village. He borrowed Tk 25,000
for cultivating the paddy, he added.

Nearly 300 farmers of Dhumpara,
Char-Chatura, Maya-Bazar, Bangla-
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Bazar Char, Uttar-Thakurdash
Polimari, Char Nazirdah, Char
Prannath, Uttar Sadi and Gopidanga
villages, cultivated paddy on the 26 km
long riverbed of the Sati river, he said.
Most farmers have harvested their
paddy on the riverbed, the UAO said.
Water flow in the river increased early

this year due to heavy rainfall, he
added.
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
