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'World's smallest'
pacemaker implanted
in Bangladesh patient

Weighing around two grams, the world's smallest pace-
maker “Micra” has been implanted successfully in a patient
with bradycardia at Apollo Hospitals in the capital.

Dr Shams Munwar, the hospital's chief cardiologist, who
inserted "Micra” inside the patient, said this at a press confer-
ence at The Daily Star Centre yesterday, organised by Medtronic,
a global medical technology development company.

Md Abu Sulaiman, 54, is the first person in the country who
has Micra, he said. “Its longevity is also remarkably good and
much more than the regular pacemakers,” said DrShams.

Bradycardia is a condition when the heart is unable to
pump enough oxygen-rich blood to the body during nor-
mal activity or exercise as a result a patient feels dizziness,
fatigue or shortness of breath.

"Micra” is equal to a big capsule -- 0.8c¢m. The pacemaker
is easy to send to the heart through a catheter inserted in
femoral vein without any surgery. It takes only 15 minutes
for the implantation process.

With an average 12-year battery life, the pacemaker costs
Tk 9 lakh and implantation charge is Tk 60,000.

For patients who need more than one heart device, the
leadless pacemaker is designed with a unique feature that
enables it to be permanently turned off so it can remain in

CT1G GIRL 'RAPED AFTER ABDUCTION'
Cops in dark despite main

accused active on FB
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Over two weeks have already elapsed since the case of abduction and rape
of a teenage indigenous girl was filed against a Bangladesh Chhatra
League (BCL) activist of Chittagong, but police are yet to arrest him.

According to the case statement filed on May 10, Alam Mia, 30, son
of Monir Ahammed of Islampur union in Chittagong's Rangunia
upazila, along with his two associates abducted the girl from Ghagra
union of Rangamati on March 9 evening and kept her in a house in
Gabtola village of Rangunia where Alam raped the girl for two months.

In early May, she managed to call her family and subsequently, they
informed Chairman Igbal Hossain Chowdhury Milton of Islampur
union who later rescued the girl from the house.

Md Kalam, union parishad member of Gabtola, and also owner of the
house where the girl was kept, said, “Two months ago, the two introduced
themselves as a married couple. At that time, she did not hesitate or com-
plaintabout being abducted.” Quoting the girl's statement given after her
rescue, Igbal said Alam used to threaten her for keeping mum.

The girl gave a similar description to journalists at the victim support
centre at Rangamati Kotwali Police Station on May 18.

Alam is an activist of BCL, said Igbal, who is also the president of Awami
League Islampurunion unit. He said, "So far I know, Alam is in Rangunia”,

Contacted over the phone, Alam told this correspondent on
y, that he developed a good relation with the
girl's family when he visited their village for buying fire woods.

In the chapter VIII of the
Rules published in
December 12, 2011, it was
said, “If the negligence of
yard owner established,
board [Ship Building and
Ship Recycling Board
(SBSRB)] may impose sus-
pension of yard for one year,
or a penalty from Taka one
lakh to ten lakhs by realizing
the magnitude of the negli-
gence of the yard decided by
SBSRB and the yard owner
will pay to the next of kin up
to Taka 5 (Five) lakhs as
compensation for each
death in accident and up to
Taka 2 (Two) lakhs for
deceased or seriously
injured and with complete

But it is true that we cannot
succeed in most of the
cases,” he said, adding, “We
are trying to implement it
forevery incident.”

Contacted, Syeda
Rizwana Hasan, chief execu-

Association (Bela), said the
owners pay compensation
as per labour law.

Contacted, Abdul Hai
Khan, deputy inspector
general, department of
inspection for factories and
establishment, Chittagong,
said the shipbreaking and
recycling rules were formed
following a High Court
order but act in this regard
has not been formulated
yet. “So we cannot enforce
it,” he said, adding, “It is
very important to formulate
an actin this regard.”

“But we are trying to
increase the amount of
compensation,” he said.
“In a meeting of

Industrial Crisis
Committee, headed by
deputy commissioner of
Chittagong, on
September 1 last year, a
decision to pay Tk 5 lakh
compensation to each
killed worker's family was
made and we are trying to
implement the decision.”

Contacted, Abu Taher,
president of Bangladesh
Ship Breakers Association,
said no such decision was
made in the meeting, “Ac-
tually it came as a proposal.
We usually pay almost Tk 3
lakh to Tk 4 lakh altogether
to avictim's family.”
