The protesters demanded exemplary punishment of the
headmaster Jamal Uddin Selim.

“Since Jamal Uddin took the responsibility of the school in
2008, students complained about being sexually harassed by
him. They fear of going to school," the protesters said.

After Monday's incident, the student filed a complaint
with Juri Police Station the next day. Since the incident
surfaced, the headmaster went into hiding.

'Suicide vest, explosives' found in a building

(CTTC) unit of Dhaka Metropolitan
Police along with other law enforcers
surrounded another building owned by
a banker, in the same area around

Meanwhile, the law enforcers found a
suicide vest and explosives from a room
on the second floor of the under-
construction six-storey building while
another room was found locked, he
added.

They will conduct drives in the two
suspected "militant dens” this morning,
added the police official.

Police last night cordoned off two houses in
Genda area of Savar, on the outskirts of the
capital, suspecting those as militant hide-
outs.

The law enforcers said they suspect a few
"militants" have been staying on the ground
floor of a five-storey building of a local
trader.

Police cordoned off the building
around 7:30pm, said Ashraful Azim,
additional superintendent of police of
Dhaka district, adding that they have
asked locals to remain vigilant.

He said on March 9, the girl called and requested him to
arrange accommodation and a job for her as her elder
brother beat her.

“She wanted to marry me but [ refused. I did not have
any physical relationship with her,” claimed Alam. He
said he was already married and had a daughter.

Asked, police said even if the girl went with them
intentionally, she is below 18. Therefore, those who took
her have committed a crime as per the law.

Sub-inspector Sujon Das, also the investigation offi-
cer, said, “We have already arrested the two associates
and trying to arrest Alam.”

As per Alam's Facebook ID, he was active on the social
media even after the case was filed.
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
