In reference to Obaidul Quader's comment that the raid
was conducted based on intelligence agencies report,
Fakhrul said, the government has to inform citizens of the
country about steps it is taking against the ones responsible for
the raid on Khaleda Zia's office based on "wrong information”.

"Carrying out any drive on false intelligence report is
dangerous for the country.”

The government has started arresting BNP leaders and
activists across the country as it is unnerved after his party
unveiled its “Vision 2030" plan, the BNP leader said.

Bangladesh College and
University Teachers’

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Waterway accidents claim 20,508
lives in 50 years: Report

LINB, Dhaka

At least 20,508 people were killed, and
movable assets, excluding human
resources, equivalent to Tk 3,417.20
crore, were destroyed in waterway
accidents across the country in the past
50 years.

More than 2,572 accidents, involv-
ing passenger and cargo vessels, took
place between 1967 and 2016 in
inland waterways, according to a statis-
tics compiled by the National
Committee to Protect Shipping,
Roads and Railways (NCPSRR).

Out of the 2,572 vessels,
which faced accidents during the
period, 901 could not be sal-
vaged from the rivers. These
sunken vessels caused silting in
the rivers, eventually reducing

navigability in the respective
spots, the report said.

The statistics was revealed at a dis-
cussion organised marking the "Ninth
national waterway safety week 2017"
and the upcoming Eid-ul-Fitr at Mukti
Bhaban of Purana Paltan's Comrade
Moni Singh Sarak in the capital on
Friday.

The national committee general
secretary, Ashis Kumar Dey, revealed
the findings.

Veteran politician Manzurul Ahsan
Khan, Bangladesh University of
Engineering and Technology (Buet)
Professor Dr Mir Tareque Ali, and
Water Vessels Workers Federation
secretary general Chowdhury Ashikul
Alam were present, while Mohamad
Shahid Mia, advisory council mem-
ber of the national committee, was in

the chair.

Moderated by Bangla daily Kaler
Kantha senior reporter Nikhil Bhadra,
the programme was addressed, among
others, by water resources expert M
Inamul Haque, Citizens Rights
Movement senior vice president
Enayetur Rahim, NCPSRR joint secre-
tary Sanjib Biswas, and Murshikul
Islam Shimul and Bangladesh
Poribesh Andolan joint secretary
Mihir Biswas.

Disclosing the report, Ashis
Kumar vehemently criticised the
concerned government bodies,
including the Bangladesh Inland
Water Transport Authority (BIWTA)
and regulatory organisation
Department of Shipping (DoS), for
not preserving data of waterway
accidents properly.
