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WOMEN, CHILDREN REPRESSION

Convictions
are hard to
come by

False charges, flawed probe, lack
of evidence among major reasons

Cases relating to women and children repression hardly see
any convictions because many complainants bring false
charges of dowry-related torture and killing just to get the
cases tried in fast-track tribunals.

Besides, lack of evidence, out-of-court settlements and
weak police investigation are reasons for such a low convic-
tion rate, according to rights activists and legal experts.

In majority of cases, plaintiffs bring false charges of
dowry-related torture so that women and children repres-
sion prevention tribunals deal with the cases instead of
criminal courts, said Prof Shahnaz Huda of Dhaka
University's law department, who has conducted some
research on family issues.

Women and children repression prevention tribunals deal
with cases in which the victims claim of torture for dowry.

Around 80 percent of cases filed under the Women and
Children Repression Prevention Act, 2000 (amended in - r-
2003) are related to dowry, a judge of a women and children .
repression prevention tribunal said while presenting a T
keynote paper during the last judicial conference in
December last year.
