A court yesterday sentenced five people to death and three
others to life imprisonment for killing a university student
after abduction in 2006,

The convicts -- Humayun Kabir, Abul Kalam, Tariqul
Islam, Ishak and Kalam -- were tried in absentia by the
Dhaka Special Judge's Court-1.

The three convicts receiving life sentences -- Hashem,
Badshah and Raza -- were also fined Tk 1 lakh each, in
default of which they would face seven years of rigorous
imprisonment.

Mahiuddin Mishu, a private university student and son of
ex-bureaucrat Nur Uddin, was abducted by some miscreants
in Kafrul on May 19, 2006. He was strangled the next day after
his father failed to pay the abductors Tk 60 lakh in ransom.

that the 16th amendment is unconstitutional and void".

He said the consequence of the 16th amendment would
render the tenure of the judges insecure.

“Dissenting opinion was given by a single judge |[of the
HC], which on the face of it is vitiated by an error apparent
on the face of that opinion to the effect that the Supreme
Judicial Council exists only in Pakistan. This is clearly erro-
neous,” Dr Kamal said.

“There is abundant authority and precedent globally that
judicial councils or similar bodies consisting only of judges
have been constituted in many countries including the USA,
the UK, Canada, Hong Kong, Germany, Sweden, Pakistan,
Bangladesh, Malaysia, Singapore, Israel, Zambia, Trinidad
and Tobago, New South Wales, Victoria and others.”

Following a writ petition filed by nine SC lawyers, the HC
on May 5 last year declared the amendment illegal. The
government appealed against the verdict on January 4.

In his arguments, Advocate AF Hasan Ariff said the 16th
amendment was ultra vires to the constitution because it
had affected the independence of judiciary.

Barrister MI Farooqui gave similar opinions. "The
amendment seriously violates the basic structures of
democracy and judicial independence,” he said.

Advocate Abdul Wadud Bhuiyan told the court that the
amendment destroyed the independence of judiciary and
separation of powers.

Barrister Ajmalul is expected to continue placing his
arguments today.
