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Seeking justice, a woman, allegedly gang-raped by ruling
party activists in Gazipur, yesterday warned of lighting
herself on fire by pouring kerosene in public as the
alleged rapists are still roaming free and threatening her of
furtherassault.

Due to the constant threat, the woman, daughter of a
freedom fighter, is now living in isolation -- far from home
and her two daughters to keep them safe.

She alleged that she was raped by the ruling party men for

three days after they had confined her to an unknown place
on February 20.
She said after escaping, she went to the Joydebpur Police
on. “But the officer-in-charge threw me out without
registering the ¢ as they [the ruling party men] were
influential,” she alleged. The woman said these while
addressing a briefing at Crime Reporters' Association of
Bangladesh (CRAB) in the capital

Later, she was able to file a case after she informed the
matter to Gazipur police superintendent.

Contacted, OC Aminul Islam of Joydebpur Police Station
denied the allegation. He said no woman came by his office
to file any case in this regard. “If I had refused to register
the case then how the investigation is going on now,” he
said.

She just wants to make some money by making these
claims, he claimed

According to the case statement, Arefin Khan Midul, 30, a
BCL activist, along with his aides Rakib Sarker, 32, a former
member of the Chhatra League central committee; Nazmul,
27, vice president of pur city BCL unit; Roni, 35, son of
azipur Awami League women unit leader Selina Younus;
and their associates Dipu, 26, Alamgir, 34, Palin, 25, and
Rabin, 26, raped the woman

The woman claimed that she used to work as a nurse ata
hospital abroad for two years before returning to the
country in 2016. Her husband died in 2014.

During the time she was abroad, she gave Tk 5 lakh to one
Mohasin Hanifas loan. But he was not payingback the money.

Abdul Aziz, 28, had been looking for his life partner for months.

But an outlandish ordeal during his search for a suitable
bride has left such a deep scar in his mind that he will think
twice before walking down the same road again.

It has been nearly a month when Aziz, a resident of
Kaliganj upazila in Gazipur and an electrician by profes-
sion, approached his elderly neighbour Mohammad
Arman with the request of finding a bride for him.

Aziz built his hopes up when the 65-year-old veteran
matchmaker said he found a match for him in the capital's
Demraarea

Arman said he found the prospective bride through a
previously-known matchmaker in Narsingdi

On Tuesday, Aziz arrived at the address to meet his future
bride. He brought Arman alongas his guardian.

To their surprise, they were met with a group of youths
who confined them to aroom with another young woman.
