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Three get life
for killing

A Faridpur court yesterday
sentenced there youths to
life imprisonment for
killing an eight-year-old
schoolboy in 2011.

The lifers are Hemayet
Hossain, 26, Akhter Munshi,
32, and Shipon Sardar, 26, of
Rajapur village in Boalmari
upazila of Faridpur.

Judge Mohammad
Rafiqul Islam of Women
and Children Repression
Prevention Tribunal also
fined the convict Tk
50,000. In default, they are
to suffer three months
more in jail.

The court also acquitted
two other accused of the
case as the charges brought
against them could not be
proved.

According to the case
statement, there was a
longstanding conflict
between the convicts and
their neighbour Harun-Or-
Rashid of the village, over
the ownership of a dis-
puted land.

As a sequel to the
enmity, the trio picked up
Harun's son Ta)
Mohammad while he was
returning home from
school on 16 June in 2011
and strangled him to death.

The following day, Taj's
body was found in a jute
field at Laskardia village in
Pangsha upazila of Rajbari.

BCL leader's
bribery video
goes viral

A video footage of a Bangladesh Chhatra League activist
taking bribe has gone viral on social media including
Facebook.

The video taken by a closed-circuit camera shows Rayhan
Ahmed Rimon, secretary of Patuakhali Science and Technology
University (PSTU) unit of Bangladesh Chhatra League, taking
two bundles of currency notes from a contractor.

Rimon was seen sitting on a chair in a room of the PSTU
administrative building.

A man wearing punjabi entered there and Rimon locked
the door from inside. Following some talks, the man
brought out a bundle of notes from his pant pocket and
offered it to Rimon but the latter did not accept it. Later the
man gave him two bundles of taka notes that Rimon
received and put into his pocket, shows the video.

The giver of the money is Jabbar Hossain of Jalisha vil-
lage under Dumki upazila of Patuakhali, also a listed con-
tractor of PSTU.

Jabbar Hossain, owner of Euro Enterprise, said, "I got a
work order for supplying some furniture to PSTU at a cost of
Tk 1.55 crore. When [ started my work Rimon demanded Tk
12 lakh from me as extortion and he stopped my work for
failure to meet his demand."

"Later the then vice chancellor advised me to solve the
issue with Rimon. I gave Tk 7 lakh to Rimon -- at first Tk 2
lakh and later Tk 5 lakh, " he said.

He admitted that the video of giving Tk 2 lakh went viral.

This correspondent tried several times to communicate
with Rimon but he did not receive the phone calls.

2 boiler blast survivors
leave hospital

One of them had lost 3 brothers in the tragedy

burnt. Doctors of RMCH conducted three
operations on me. The blast has left me
practically disabled, " he said.

Doctors told him to revisit RMCH after
15 days.

"l am now worried to manage my fam-
ily,” said Badal, father of three sons.

“After 15 days of the tragedy, our eldest
son Md Rubel started the same job at Jessore
to help the hard-pressed family,” said
Roksana Begum, wife of Badal.

She said they spent around Tk 30,000
although the mill owner bore the main
treatment expenses.

Recalling the fateful day, Badal said, "I
was 100 feet away from the boiler when the
blast occurred. There were many complaints
about the boiler. But the mill owner never
paid heed to the matter.”

Subal Chosh, proprietor of Jamuna
Automatic Rice Mill in Dinajpur Sadar
upazila, could not be arrested although a
case was filed on April 24.

Redwanur Rahim, OC of Dinajpur Sadar
Police Station, said police are still investigat-
ing the incident.

Dinajpur Deputy Commissioner Khairul
Alam formed a six-member probe commit-
tee led by Md Mahbubur Rahman, addi-
tional district magistrate of Dinajpur, after
the tragedy. The probe committee in their
findings mentioned sheer negligence of the
mill authorities.

Md Badal Ali, who lost his three brothers in a
deadly boiler explosion in Dinajpur Sadar
upazila on April 19, returned home at Uttar
Bhabanipur wvillage under the upazila on
Monday after one and a half months' treatment
at Rangpur Medical College Hospital (RMCH).

Badal, 46, suffered almost 50 percent burn
injuries in the boiler blast at Jamuna
Automatic Rice Mill at Sheikhhati (Gopalganj)
of Dinajpur Sadarupazila .

The explosion killed 17 people and
injured 11 others.

Anisur Rahman, another victim of the
boiler blast, also returned home at Uttar
Bhabanipurvillage the same day.

During a visit to Badal's house yesterday,
this correspondent saw villagers, relatives
and friends coming to see him there.

“Thank Allah that He returned at least
one of my sons,” said Badal's mother
Mokhiba Khatun, 69, sitting beside Badal
on a bed under a tin-shed veranda.

Her three other sons Mokshed Ali, 55,
Rustam Ali, 48, and Delwar Hossain, 40,
were killed in the April 19 boiler blast.

"They left behind minor children,” said a
tearful Mokhiba.

Badal said he learnt about the death of
his three brothers on Sunday, the day before
his release from hospital.

"My hands, legs and entire back got badly
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
